4.    Approval of Audit

      MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the Audit as presented in  

      the amount of $553,862.92, seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

      VOTE:  Mr. Woolsey – aye; Mr. Benedict – absent; Mr. Piaquadio – aye; Mrs. 

      Greene – aye; Mr. Booth – aye.  Motion passed 4 ayes – 1 absent.

5.    2007 General & Highway Budget Discussion

      Jackie Calarco, Town Accountant, came forward for this item.  Councilman 

      Piaquadio asked about the Justice Court’s budget and if we addeded the Prosecutors 

      to their budget.  Supervisor Booth said we have a ballpark figure of $75,000.00 right 

      now.  Mrs. Calarco explained that we haven’t received our share from the state to 

      have final numbers.  We are going to need two people per week with four hour 

      intervals. 

      The Town Board asked about the percentage of the Police budget and Mrs. Calarco 

      said it should be about 6.3% more. 

      Code Compliance has asked for an additional person, which should cost 

      approximately $30,000.00.

      Councilman Piaquadio asked why the salaries for the Assessor have gone from 

      $267,000.00 to $262,000.00.  Mrs. Calarco said that the part time hours have been 

      lowered.

      Councilman Woolsey asked why the Building & Grounds’ budget went up and Mrs. 

      Calarco said it has to do with repairs.

      Councilman Piaquadio asked about the Fuel Management System and Mrs. Calarco 

      said if the Board knows for sure we are going to implement this system, then we need 

      to transfer the funds into a Capital Project now for next year.

      Councilwoman Greene asked about the Volunteer Ambulance Corps. and their 

      budget.  Councilman Woolsey said they haven’t given us a financial statement in 

      some time so how do we know if they are bankrupt? Supervisor Booth said they went 

      over their reserves and that most of the money they have is for their retirement fund.  
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      Councilman Woolsey said he doesn’t know if their retirement is like the Fire  

      Districts, where a company takes the retirement money and invests it for the 

      members.  Supervisor Booth explained that the Ambulance Corps would like to use 

      an ambulance for at least nine years before it is put out of service.  Their expenses 

      have increased since they first started and their expenses were around $30,000.00.  

      Councilwoman Greene sees that their budget was increased and as their liaison she 

      wanted to make sure everything was in line.      

      The Town Board was told if they have any more questions to please let Mrs. Calarco 

      know by the end of the week, because the Public Hearing is Monday night.  

      Supervisor Booth said he and Mrs. Calarco will meet and have a preliminary number 

      for the Board on Monday.  

At this time Supervisor Booth left the meeting (7:30 P.M.) and Councilman Woolsey presided over the meeting. 

6.    Chesterfield Court Subdivision:  Three Lots on a Common Drive

      Councilman Woolsey explained that they have a lot of questions on this item so he is 

      not sure how far this will go tonight.  Councilman Woolsey explained that there was a 

      question about the size of the water mains, if they were going to be individual water 

      lines coming off the main, or anything about hydrants.  Jim Osborne, Town Engineer, 

      explained that this is a conceptual plan only right now.  There is an existing water 

      main on Lakeside Road by the property and the sewer main is to the south.  The 

      assumption was that it would be a standard water main extension in the proposed 

      Town Road.  The question the Town Board has is about service to lots on the other 

      side of the wetlands and whether or not the water main extension will be continued.  

      The easement could be placed to where it splits and then the connections could go to 

      the three houses.  An easement could  be given to the Town so they can be 

      maintained.  This could be a driveway easement with a maintenance agreement or an 

      agreement among the owners of the homes to maintain.  Councilman Woolsey asked 

      if we received any feedback from our Water Supervisor and Mr. Osborne said he is 

      hard to pin down right now because of all the water main breaks we have had.  

      Councilman Woolsey said he tried to meet with the commissioner of the fire district 

      and he is on vacation.  Mr. Osborne said there are a number of issues with the Fire 

      Department such as the access to those lots and the issue of how far the hoses have to 

      go if there is a fire.  We have the issue of providing water and sewer services.  

      Obviously if you are providing a common driveway to minimize disturbance to the 

      wetlands, it would make sense to have a common utility of water and sewer service in 

      the common driveway.  There is a hump in the road that is about 3.0 which is just past 

      the first wetland but they can go gravity in the front to the cul-de-sac.  They would 

      have to pump it back up to the manhole.  There is a subdivision to the south of the 

      property which is a proposed cul-de-sac and they are leaving an easement at the lot 

      line.  Mr. Osborne said this is his preference because this is a force main in this 

      portion of the road and this system is designed as a low pressure sewer system.  Mr. 

      Osborne would prefer individual grinder pump stations rather than to burden the 

      Town with two pump stations to serve six or eight houses.  Mr. Osborne explained 

      that anything lower than Lakeside Road is served by an individual grinder pump 

      station, not a municipal pump station.  The question in front of the Board is, will the 

      Town Board allow three lots on a common drive.  Councilman Woolsey said we 

      really can’t move on this until all the questions have answers.  Mr. Osborne said we 

      need to have a more detailed layout so that the fire department can give its comments 

      and also find out whether or not there is a hydrant on the other side of the wetlands.  

      We need to know pipe size and so forth.  The Town Board is in agreement that these 

      questions need to be answered before we go any further.  The contractor will get all 

      the information together that the Board needs and bring it back.                            
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7.    Police:

a. Purchase of Equipment

This is a request from Police Chief Charles Kehoe to purchase one Decatur Dual Antenna K-Band Radar Unit at a cost of $1,312.76 from Decatur Electronics under New York State bid #PC57220.  He would also like to purchase one Cardiac Science 

AED Unit at a cost of $895.00 from MES Inc.  These purchases are to be taken from fund #3120.212 for a total amount of $2,207.76.

MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the purchase of a Decatur Dual Antenna K-Band Radar Unit, at a cost of $1,312.76, seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

      This is a request from Police Chief Charles Kehoe to purchase two Glock 40 cal 

      pistols and the 40 cal simunitions kits from Amchar Wholesale Inc. on New York 

      State bid #PC60422 in the amount of $2,375.73.  Chief Kehoe would also like 

      permission to purchase two Taser X26E pistols from Taser International who is the 

      sole supplier at a cost of $2,612.10.  Councilman Piaquadio asked if all the hand guns 

      are being changed out and Councilman Woolsey said he didn’t hear about it.  

      Councilman Piaquadio said it was mentioned during budget time.  At this time the 

      Board doesn’t feel we should vote on this until Councilman Piaquadio has a chance to 

      speak to Police Chief Kehoe about this matter.

      MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to table this item until we have the 

      chance to speak to Police Chief Kehoe, seconded by Councilman Woolsey.
