ASSESSOR: Certiorari Settlement-Lowe’s Home Improvement, Inc.

Michael Fogarty, Assessor, came before the Town Board and stated he is in favor of this settlement based on the most recent court decision of a similar store located in Orange County and the Town’s existing equalization rate of 35.60%. This will hold the assessment for the next 3 years and also avoid further litigation costs. 

Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, said this settlement involves Lowe’s Home Improvement Center located on Route 17K in the Town of Newburgh. The stipulation provides for reductions in the assessed value for 2008 by $457,773.00 from $4,040,500.00 to $3,582,727.00 and for 2009 by $283,549.00 from $4,040,500.00 to $3,756,951.00 with no reductions for 2010 and 2011. The refund liability for the Town, not including Special Districts and the Fire District, will be approximately $8,100.00.
