On Monday, November 17, 2014, the Town Board made the decision on the petition                   

     of Roseton Hills Sewage-Works Corporation (the Corporation”) for an increase in the 

     rates charged to customers and approval of a Tariff containing the Corporation’s Rules 

     and Regulations (the “Petition”).   The Town Board found that a rate of $380.00 per 

residential unit per year, inclusive of the $50.00 annual charge to be collected and               paid into escrow with the Town for the Corporation to draw upon for repairs and capital 

     improvements reasonable and adequate and provides for a reasonable rate of return.     


Supervisor Piaquadio read the Resolution and then stated that this was a very difficult 

     decision to make and he felt that the decision was fair to both sides.  

     Roseton challenged the decision in court.  Town Engineer Jim Osborne prepared an 
     analysis of potential recalculations of rate.  The Town Board members all agreed to 
     review and reconsider their decision.

       Hasan Gray from Laurie Lane 
       Mr. Gray noticed that there will be an opening on the Ethics Board and was wondering 

 how the Town Board picks another Member.  The Town Board will announce the  

 opening asking for any resident who may be interested to apply and submit a letter                

 of intent to serve on the Board along with a resume.

 Mrs. Mosher presented the Town Board with a signed petition along with fourteen 

       additional residents of Washington Avenue requesting to keep Roosevelt Avenue 

       opened and unobstructed.  They believe that this is a public safety issue with increased 

       housing and much heavier traffic on Route 52.  Homeowners on Washington Avenue 

       have had use of this road, constituting an easement/right-of-way for fifty years or more.  

       The access between Washington Avenue and Lakeside Road has been in use for more 

       than half a century and has provided a safe alternative to exiting directly onto Route 52.

Ms. Carcaramo presented the Town Board with a signed petition along with seven 

       additional residents of Maine Drive.  The neighbors stated that for the last several 

       months an occupant at 39 Maine Drive has taken to playing or practicing music                       

       with the volume at a level that can be heard throughout the neighborhood which is 

       disturbing.  The noise is so loud that at times it causes the house to vibrate.  The             

       Town Police were called several times and the noise is often eliminated only temporary 

       until they leave or happens another evening.

 Paul Thomas from Maine Drive       


 Mr. Thomas has lived on Maine Drive for over eleven years.  He sincerely apologizes            

        to his neighbors and didn’t realize that the noise was a problem.  When he and his wife 

        moved into their house they tested to see how loud the music was by standing in the 

        middle of the street and far curb areas.  The rehearsals happen once a week and are             

        in the basement.  

        Mr. Thomas does not want to be a disturbance and stated that there was no 

        communication from the neighbors up until a month ago.  After this was brought to his 

        attention, Mr. Thomas went and spoke to several of the surrounding neighbors and 

        asked if his music was a disturbance.  They commented that they don’t hear it.  The 
        Police have made two visits and stated that there was a noise complaint by the 
        neighbors but said that the music did not seem loud to them.  
        Mr. Thomas is currently working with an Engineer to have some sound proofing     

        done in his house and would like to work things out with the neighbors.
