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8. POLICE:
A.  Purchase of Vehicles
MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the request dated September 30, 2013, submitted by Michael Clancy, Chief of Police, to purchase two 2013 Ford Sedan Police Interceptors AWD from New York State Bid # PC65855 at a cost of $23,274.14 per vehicle and one 2013 Ford Expedition SSV also from New York State Bid # PC65855 at a cost of $28,396.15 for a total cost of $74,944.43. Councilwoman Greene asked if the funds for this bid are in the budget.

Mr. Osborne said it is in the budget, but not in the line item to pay the bid. A transfer will be needed.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
Ron Gamma, resident of the Rockwood Subdivision, submitted a petition to the Town Board to begin the formal process for stop signs in their subdivision. 
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Pat Berardinelli, County Legislator Representing the 6th District, said he is doing a project for the City of Newburgh. He has a copy of a Resolution from the Orange County Legislator calling on Governor Andrew Cuomo and the New York State Legislator to enact legislation authorizing a vehicle traffic camera monitoring program in the City of Newburgh. It has been passed by the Legislation on Thursday, October 3rd.  Mr. Berardinelli said this is an important project for the City of Newburgh and Orange County. He will be happy to meet with anyone to answer any of their questions or concerns. 

Mr. Berardinelli asked if the Town of Newburgh would do a resolution similar to what Orange County has done. He is meeting with the City of Newburgh on October 15th to urge them to enact legislation.  

Mr. Berardinelli said it is his opinion that the current Law for vehicle traffic camera monitoring has to be changed. It states any city with a population over one million people has the ability to install these cameras.  There will be petition drives to enact a change. When the legislation is back in session they will do a presentation to the Governor and the legislator. At that time they will present the petitions.

Councilman Piaquadio asked if the cameras will be used for red light enforcement or  as speed cameras. 

Mr. Berardinelli said they are looking for a way to monitor cars that go through stop signs.  They are partially interested in putting a camera on DuPont Avenue and Broadway in the City of Newburgh. 


Councilman Piaquadio said the Town of Newburgh has tried to have a Law passed for speed cameras without success. 


Supervisor Booth asked if there were any further comments.
