Meeting called to order at 7:03 p.m.

1. ROLL CALL

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE TO THE FLAG  

John McKelvey, Colden Park resident and Zoning Board Member, led the pledge to the flag.

4. CHANGES TO AGENDA

Deputy Supervisor Piaquadio reversed items numbers 6 and 7. 

5.
APPROVAL OF AUDIT

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve this audit in the amount of $1,625,360.81, with no exceptions. The motion was seconded by Councilman Woolsey.

6. PRESENTATION:  CDCHP Health Insurance

The Town Board went to item # 7 at this time.

7. PRESENTATION:  ID Theft Solutions
Christopher Durso from ID Theft Solutions came before the Town Board. He said ID Theft Solutions was started two years ago. He discussed the following:

Deputy Supervisor Piaquadio asked if Town employees will be responsible for the financial expense if they are interested in purchasing the service from ID Theft Solutions. He asked Mr. Durso what the cost would be to Town employees. 

Mr. Durso said Town employees would receive a discount and the cost would be approximately $10.00 per month for individuals and $13.00 for families which includes everyone up to the age of 26. There is also a rider that can be purchased to extend the age of family members to 29. 

Councilman Piaquadio suggested that the Town Board give the information to Supervisor Booth and Councilman Bello to review before making a decision. Mr. Piaquadio asked Mr. Durso to come in after 4:30 p.m. to discus their plan with employees if the Town Board does decide to offer ID Theft Solutions to Town employees. 

Mr. Durso said his company will provide the Town with a hypo link for Town employees which will give them information regarding the program. The charges are either monthly or annually and charged to a credit card. 
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Deputy Supervisor Piaquadio asked if there were any other questions. There were none. He then thanked Mr. Durso for coming. 

The Town Board then went back to item # 6 on this agenda. 

6.
PRESENTATION:  CDCHP Health Insurance

Charlene Black, Administration Aide, Walter Sierra, President of Sierra Insurance Agency and Shawn Spratt, Large Group Sales Executive for CDCHP, came before the Town Board. 

The attached pamphlet was reviewed. CDCHP is proposing their CDCHP EPO HDHP $1,500.00 / $3,000.00 a high deductible policy. Once that deductible is reached then there is no out of pocket expense.  The prescription drugs deductible would be as follows:

· Generic drugs deductible $10.00

· Preferred Brand
        30.00

· Non-preferred brand
        50.00

Coverage for CDCHP is nationwide. They offer the following health and wellness programs.

· Complementary & Alternative Medicine (CAM) Program

· Health Coach Connection

· Weigh 2 Be and Kid power

· My Online Wellness

· CDCHP Wellness Workshops

· Life Points

Councilwoman Greene asked if patients pay the entire bill for doctor’s visits until they reach their deductible. 

Mr. Spratt said Town employees would pay the CDCHP negotiated rate. When the $1,500.00 deductible is reached then everything is covered 100%.

Councilwoman Greene asked for a list of other municipalities and school districts that CDCHP does business with so she can check CDCHP references.  

Walter Sierra said the Town of Newburgh presently has the Empire NYSHIP Plan. He then discussed the financial differences between the Empire Plan and CDCHP high deductible plan. If the Town had the CDCHP premium they could fund the deductible and still save money. Mr. Sierra discussed the three CDCHP Options. (See attached)

Mr. Sierra suggested that the Town keep their NYSHIP Plan and add CDCHP as an option for Town employees. 

CDCHP representatives will review their program with Supervisor Booth and Councilman Bello before the Board makes a decision.

The Town Board asked Ms. Black to check with other municipalities and find out what types of carriers they have. 

8. THREE LOTS ON A COMMON DRIVE:  Potters Ridge  26-6-20

James Raab, Talcott Engineering Design, came before the Town Board to request 3 lots on a common driveway. 

Mr. Raab said Diane Brown and Robert Thurston are requesting a waiver to allow more than 2 lots on a common driveway. Mrs. Brown is requesting to subdivide her property into 2 lots. One would contain her house and the other is for a single family 3 bedroom home and deeding additional property to the Thurston Parcel making the right of way of the Potter’s property 50 feet wide. 
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The Planning Board is requesting running a water line to the new lot that is being created and the Thurston lot. When the water line is completed the Thurston lot would then be a conforming building lot. All of the lots on Potters Ridge would have frontage on Leslie Road, which is a Town Road.  

Councilman Piaquadio asked who would own the water main.

Mr. Raab said it would be a private water main for the two smaller lots that would each have a separate meter. 

Mr. Osborne said both of these lots will have a separate curb box. 

Councilman Piaquadio asked if all of these lots have their own septic with a good perk.

Councilwoman Greene asked how long the driveway will be. 

Mr. Raab said the driveway is over 500 feet.

Councilman Woolsey asked if there will be a maintenance agreement.

Mr. Raab said there will be a private driveway maintenance agreement for the three lots. 

James Osborne, Engineer for the Town, said the Town has limited the usage of  driveways to three lots. If another lot is added to the common driveway it would have to be upgraded to Town specifications, which must be listed on the deeds or a note put on the subdivision plan.

Mr. Osborne said currently the road has been widened to 50 feet. If a cul-de-sac is required, a reservation is needed assuring that there will be enough room for its installation. If the property is going to be sub-divided that information should also be recorded.

Mark Taylor said the common drive and the private road, if needed, will have to meet Town of Newburgh standard conditions. 

MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey BE IT MOVED, that the request of Diane Brown and Robert Thurston for a waiver of Town Code Section 161-4A to allow three lots on a common driveway as shown on the subdivision plat for the Potter’s Ridge Subdivision and Lot Line Change for Lands of Diane Brown & Lands of Robert Thurston, SBL’s:  26-6-60 & 26-6-23 prepared by Talcott Engineering Design, PLLC is hereby granted, subject to the following conditions:

1. Submission, execution and recording of a common driveway/private road maintenance agreement binding upon the present and future owners of the lots in the subdivision and acceptable  to the attorney for the Planning Board;

2. The condition, memorialized in a note required to be placed on the subdivision/lot line plat stating that, in accordance with the conditions of the Town Board in granting a waiver from Town Code Section 161-4A on October 10, 2012, no ingress or egress by any other parcel, whether created by further subdivision or otherwise, shall be granted over or on the common drive without the improvement and upgrade of the common driveway to at least the private road specifications of the Town of Newburgh; and

3. The proposed location of a future cul-de-sac should the driveway be required to be improved and upgraded to road specifications shall be depicted on the subdivision/lot line change plat. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

2. Indemnification and Hold Harmless Agreement for Building Use. 

Mr. Taylor asked the Town Board to review the agreements and submit any questions or comments to him. 

Councilwoman Greene asked if the Building Use Agreement includes the pavilions at Chadwick Lake.

Mr. Taylor said that is something the Town Board will have to decide. The agreements do require Comprehensive General Liability insurance. Loaned vehicles will also require Comprehensive Automobile Liability insurance.

Councilwoman Greene asked if there is a Policy for the Town Hall Meeting Room.
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Town Clerk Zarutskie said there is. Any Political Organizations, or the County, State and Federal Agencies who want to use the Meeting Room, calls the Clerk’s Office to reserve the date. Mr. Zarutskie distributed a copy of the policy to the Town Board.

Councilman Woolsey suggested that the agreement include a reimbursement clause for a Town employee salary for the time they are driving the borrowed vehicle. 

The Board is going to review the agreements and this will be brought back to a future meeting.

MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to approve the proposal submitted by William B. Hildreth Land Surveying, P.C. located in Newburgh, New York for the following tasks:  

· Echo Lane -  Conduct a field survey and provide mapping to show existing features in and immediately adjacent to the easements sufficient for design of a new drainage system. Topographical features, property lines and right of way lines will be shown. Map copies included. FEE $890.00

· Task 2: Cherry Lane – Conduct a field survey and provide mapping to show existing features in and immediately adjacent to the easements sufficient for design of a new drainage system. 

· Topographical features, property lines and right of way lines will be shown. Shall include centerline and edge of pavement topography along Cherry Lane from the easement north to the second intersection with Linda Drive. Map copies included. FEE $1,850.00

· Task 3: Preparation of individual Easement maps with metes and bounds descriptions. Copies of each included. FEE $425.00 each

The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

DISCUSSION: Councilwoman Greene asked what the fee will be for the field stake out for construction that is the subject of a separate proposal. 

Mr. Osborne said for the construction stack out for Chestnut Lane and Meadow Street was $200.00 to set the stacks.
