     Supervisor Piaquadio asked Town Clerk Joseph Pedi if all of the proper                      

     postings and publications were completed. Town Clerk Pedi said notice 

     of this meeting had been posted in the lobby since October 2, 2019 and on the

     Town website since October 2, 2019. It was advertised in the Mid Hudson Times 
     on October 9, 2019 and in the Orange County Post on October 4, 2019. 
     This complies with all of the requirements for a Public Hearing under 
     New York State Law.
     MOTION was made at 7:09 p.m. by Councilwoman Greene to open the Public  

     Hearing. Motion was seconded by Councilman Ruggiero.

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     Town Supervisor and Chief Fiscal Officer Gil Piaquadio presented the Town of 
     Newburgh’s 2020 Budget. The Town’s Budget will total $42.5 million which is 
     approximately $393,639.00 higher than last year’s budget. This represents an increase 
     of less than 1% which is under the New York State mandated tax cap by $487,000.00. 
     The combined General and Highway Fund tax rate of $15.17 represents an increase 
     of 2% over last year’s tax rate. The average home in the Town is assessed at $68,000.00 
     which translate to an increase of $20.00. The focus of this budget continues to be the 
     same as it has been in the past which is to maintain essential services to the residents of 
     the Town of Newburgh without a drastic increase to the tax rate. In closing, Town Supervisor 
     Piaquadio said that it has been his and the Town Board’s philosophy to always prepare for

     fiscal contingencies. As a result, the Town has always worked to maintain a healthy financial   

     position with strong reserve levels as confirmed by the Town’s Moody’s Aa2 rating which is 
     the third highest credit rating. This budget cannot be voted upon by the Town Board until 
     the Special Districts Budgets are presented on October 28, 2019.

      Public Comments
     Gladys Bell of Dogwood Hills Road asked whether this budget includes any

     changes in the water and sewer charges a resident must pay. Town Supervisor

     said that the budget for the special districts will be presented at the Public

     Hearing scheduled on October 28, 2019 and any changes in water and sewer

     charges will be introduced then.

     Judith Lobig of Union Avenue suggested that the Town Board award 2.0% salary

     increases to non-union town employees in an effort to control expenses.
     Town Supervisor Piaquadio and Deputy Town Supervisor Manley  indicated that the

     Town already agreed to a 2.5% raise for union employees and in the spirit

     of fairness, non-union employees will ultimately receive a 2.5% increase also.

     Ms. Lobig also asked how many town department heads are given town cars for

     personal use. Town Supervisor Piaquadio indicated that four department heads

     use town cars because these four individuals are always on call.

     William Fetter of Rockwood Drive wanted to congratulate the Town Board

     and Town Accountant Ronald Clum on the effort invested into the Town

     Budget.

     Sandra Kissam of Union Avenue mentioned that in 2018, the town introduced a
     local law that allowed the town to exceed the tax cap which the town initially

     did. This year the Town did not have to do this. Ms. Kissam wanted to know what

     changed. Town Supervisor Piaquadio reminded the residents that last year, although

     the initial budget did initially exceed the tax cap, further revisions of the budget brought

     the final budget below the tax cap and the local law was rescinded. The primary

     reason that this year’s budget remained under the tax cap was due to an increase

     in sales tax revenue mostly from automobile sales. Ms. Kissam then asked how many

     full time individuals are employed by the Recreation Department. Town Accountant

     Ronald Clum replied that the Department of Recreation has 18 full time employees

     plus seasonal employees. Lastly, Ms. Kissam asked if the Assessor was a town

     employee or an employee of Orange County. Town Supervisor indicated that the

     Assessor was an Orange County employee.

     Supervisor Piaquadio asked Town Clerk Joseph Pedi if all of the proper                      

     postings and publications were completed. Town Clerk Pedi said notice 

     of this meeting had been posted in the lobby since September 25, 2019 and on the

     Town website since September 25, 2019. It was advertised in the Mid Hudson Times 
     on October 2, 2019 and in the Orange County Post on October 4, 2019. 
     This complies with all of the requirements for a Public Hearing under 
     New York State Law.
     MOTION was made at 7:31 p.m. by Councilwoman Greene to open the Public  

     Hearing. Motion was seconded by Councilman Ruggiero.

     Town Engineer James Osborne presented a summary of the project.
     The current primary water source for the Town is the Delaware Aqueduct.

     The Delaware Aqueduct will soon be shutting down for a period of eight months

     for repairs. During the Aqueduct shutdown, Chadwick Lake will become one of

     two water sources for the Town. In order to accommodate this, the Chadwick

     Lake Water Filtration Plant needs to be improved. Most of the funding for

     these improvements will be provided by the New York City Department of

     Environmental Conservation. Any other funding provided by the Town will be

     offset by the absence of the Town having to buy water provided by the Aqueduct.

     Public Comments

     William Fetter of Rockwood Drive asked what the increase in water production

     will be after these improvements have been made to the Chadwick Lake

     Filter Plant. Town Engineer Osborne said after the improvements, the production 

     from the Chadwick Lake Filter Plant will be doubled its current production.
     Judith Lobig of Union Avenue suggested that the Town Board maintain a

     vigilant watch on an ongoing forest thinning project. Ms. Lobig is
     concerned that this project may adversely affect the water quality of

     Chadwick Lake.

     Sandra Kissam of Union Avenue asked Town Engineer to itemize the costs

     the Town will assume in improving the Chadwick Lake Filter Plant. The
     total cost will be $556,000.00 and is itemized as follows:

· $18,000.00 for the application of algaecide

· $132,000.00 increase in operational costs due to the use of powdered

activated charcoal

· $396,000.00 for the rental of the filtering membrane plus the additional

mechanical and chemical costs associated with using the membrane

· $10,000.00 general increase in operational cost

     The $556,000.00 cost will be offset by the Town not having to pay for 

     water from the Aqueduct which will be shut down for eight months. The Town

     annually pays approximately $1,200,000.00 to New York City for water from

     the Aqueduct.

       Benjamin Nathan of Hillside Terrace suggested that the Town should 
       no longer conduct the leaf and brush pickup and consider more environmentally

       friendly options. Mr. Nathan also requested that the Town recommend a

       traffic study at the intersection of Route 32 and Fostertown Road.

       Ann Fisher of Sloane Road wanted to thank Highway Superintendent Mark Hall
       for his help in keeping the roads well maintained.

       Robert Parker of Floral Drive wanted to thank the Town Board for assuming
       a neutral position in its recommendation to Orange County on whether a particular
       property should be rezoned to AR in the summer of 2018.

       Paul Heitmuller of  Floral Drive requests that the Town Board inspect the clear
       cutting project going on in the Town along Union Avenue. Mr.  Heitmuller wants 
       to make sure that the proper trees are being removed and that the burnings that 
       are being conducted are being conducted properly.

       Mary Ann Carter of Floral Drive expressed her extreme displeasure with the

       smoke emitting from the burnings being conducted on the clear cutting area
       near her property. Ms. Carter indicated that the smoke and smell from the

       burnings are overwhelmingly overbearing.

       Judith Lobig of Union Avenue commented that apparently, the individual 

       conducting the burnings on the clear cutting project on Union Avenue does
       have a burning permit issued by the New York State Department of Environmental

       Conservation. However, Ms. Lobig questions whether the individual is actually

       burning only the material for which the permit is issued. Ms. Lobid suspects

       that other material is being burned.

       Sandra Kissam of Union Avenue voiced her concern about the plethora of

       high density housing projects being developed in the Town. Ms. Kissam
       fears that these type of projects will introduce over crowding, traffic problems

       and increased air pollution. Ms. Kissam suggests that the Town Board issue

       a moratorium on apartment projects until the Town revisits its Master Plan

       to ascertain what the Town’s future vision will be with regards to apartment

       projects.

       Robert Parker of Floral Drive commented that the Town of Newburgh

       is becoming so congested that it takes a significant amount of time to

       travel within the Town.
