 The proposed Consent Order and Judgment relative to Target #2076 (50 Route 17K)  

 (Lot 97-2-7.21) Tax Certiorari Settlement.  The Settlement provides for no reduction                

 in the assessed value for 2014 by $438,059.00; for 2015 a reduction by $747,721.00  

 and for 2016 a reduction by $1,072,489.00.  The 2016 assessed value will hold for  

 2017-2019, subject to the statutory exceptions.   The refund liability for the Town (not  

 including Special Districts and the Fire District) for the reduction would be approximately 

 $14,492.50 versus claimed liability of $97,353.04.
