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12.   ROSETON HILL SEWAGE WORKS: Rate Schedule     


On Monday, November 17, 2014, the Town Board made the decision on the                 

     petition of Roseton Hills Sewage-Works Corporation (the “Corporation”) for an                     

     increase in the rates charged to customers and approval of a Tariff containing                       

     the Corporation’s Rules and Regulations (the “Petition”).   The Town Board found                      

     that a rate of $380.00 per residential unit per year, inclusive of the $50.00 annual                

     charge to be collected and paid into escrow with the Town for the Corporation to                   

     draw upon for repairs and capital improvements reasonable and adequate and               

     provides for a reasonable rate of return.  Supervisor Piaquadio read the Resolution                

     and then stated that this was a very difficult decision to make and he felt that the   

     decision was fair to both sides.  
     Roseton challenged the decision in court.  Town Engineer Jim Osborne prepared              

     an analysis of potential recalculations of rate and presented this material at the               

     October 5, 2015 Town Board Public meeting.  The Town Board Members all                    

     agreed to review and reconsider their decision.  
       More discussions are needed on this topic as there are still a number of questions               

       that need to be addressed until a submission is made.
