Town Clerk Zarutskie said notice of this meeting has been posted in the lobby                       
of Town Hall and on the Town’s Web site since Wednesday, October 1, 2014.               
  
It was advertised in the Sentinel on Friday, October 3, 2014 and it was in the                           
Mid Hudson Times on Wednesday, October 1, 2014.  This complies with all of                       
the requirements for a Public Hearing under New York State Law.
    
MOTION was made 7:10 p.m. by Councilwoman Greene to open the Public                    
Hearing.   The Motion was seconded by Councilman Ruggiero.

The purpose of the Public Hearing was to determine that it is in the public interest               
to make improvements to the Consolidated Water District in the Town.  The 
improvements to the water storage, distribution and filtration system, including            
 
the original furnishings, equipment, machinery, apparatus, appurtenances, and  
incidental improvements/expenses at a maximum estimated cost of $4,230,300.00.

Donald Greene from the Cronomer Valley Fire Department expressed concern                     
with the amount of pressure (25 pounds) coming from the hydrants.  The cost to                          
meet the requirements for sprinklers and to put in a pump would be $21,000.00.                     
Mr. Greene asked that the Town Board look at the water pressure (which should 


be 50 pounds) and the pump issues.

· Off-site labor to fabricate and assemble the manifold in sections for field installation.

· Cut and fuse a flange onto the existing HDPE return pipe inside the building.

· Core drill through the building wall and installation of the 8: PVC pipe.

· Excavate, supply and install 5 ea. 18” x 48” concrete pier foundations for   pipe supports.

· Install pipe onto existing pipe stubs with un-flange connections and install permanent pipe support.  

             The following scope of work excludes:  
· All materials (supplied by the Town).
· Pipe support (Nannini & Callahan Excavating, Inc. can fabricate the pipe supports to the Town’s specifications).

· Delay or stop work orders due to reasons beyond Nannini & Callahan’s Excavating, Inc. control.

· Bond, taxes and fees.

             project is not to exceed $35,000.00.
