      Meeting called to order at 7:06 p.m.

2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE TO THE FLAG
    Town Supervisor Gil Piaquadio led the Pledge of Allegiance.
3. MOMENT OF SILENCE

4. PUBLIC HEARING (7:00 p.m):  TOWN AND HIGHWAY BUDGET
    Supervisor Piaquadio asked Town Clerk Andrew Zarutskie if all proper postings
    and publications were completed. Mr. Zarutskie said notice of this hearing had 
    been posted in the lobby of Town Hall since October 10, 2018 and on the Town 
    website since October 11, 2018. It was advertised in the Mid Hudson Times on 
    October 10, 2018 and the Orange County Post on October 12, 2018. All brochures 
    were postmarked on October 16, 2018. This complies with all the 

    requirements for a Public Hearing on a proposed budget under New York State Law.

   Town Supervisor and Chief Fiscal Officer Gil Piaquadio presented the 
   Town of Newburgh’s 2019 Budget. This budget is over the

   tax cap by approximately $93,185.00 and has a combined General and Highway 

   Fund tax rate of $15.06 per $1000.00, or an increase of $0.57 for a combined 

   increase of 3.8%. The focus of this budget continues to be the same as it has

   been in the past which is to maintain essential services to the residents of the

   Town of Newburgh without a drastic increase to the tax rate. The primary
   reasons the tax cap was exceeded were a 2.5% cost of living increase, a 9%

   increase in health insurance costs, a projected 10% increase in insurance

   costs and the absence of any increase in State Aid. With these items in mind,

   the average property owner will have to pay an additional $5.00 in tax annually

   which equates to $0.42 per month. In closing, Town Supervisor Piaquadio said
   that it has been his and the Town Board’s philosophy to always prepare for

   fiscal contingencies. As a result, the Town has always worked to maintain a 
   healthy financial position with strong reserve levels as confirmed by the Town’s
   Moody’s Aa2 rating which is the third highest credit rating.
