   As the Town Supervisor and Chief Fiscal Officer for the Town of Newburgh, I am honored to 

    present for your review the Town of Newburgh 2023 Preliminary Budget.

   This proposed budget is a culmination of weeks of work, analyzing and reviewing historical 

   data, trends, and current expenditures along with revenue trends.  

   The Town’s budget, which totals approximately $47.8 million, represents an increase of less  

   than 1% which is under the New York State-mandated tax cap by approximately $216,000. 

   The combined General and Highway Fund tax rate of $15.58 is the same as last year which 

   represents a zero-tax increase to the Taxpayers for General and Highway Fund taxes.

   The preparation of this budget was joint effort between the Town Board, myself, and the

   accountant’s office, as well as all Department Heads.

This budget represents the leadership and our dedication to delivering police protection, well   

maintained roads, timely public works services, enjoyable recreation opportunities, clean 

water, and other amenities. The focus was, as it has been in the past, to maintain essential 

services to the residents of the Town of Newburgh without a drastic increase in the tax rates.

Contracts with the PBA and CSEA Unions have been negotiated and ratified with a 3 1/2  

percent increase, town employees non-union will receive $1.50 per hour and 3 ½ percent 

increase. Town Board Members and the Town Supervisor will receive a 3 ½ Percent increase.

We will maintain a total of 148 full-time employees and 53 part-time employees. The budget enforces our commitment to public safety with 48 budgeted full-time officers and 13 budgeted part-time officers along with continuing such programs as DARE. The budget also provides for 29 full-time highway employees.

Recreation programs remain unchanged with over 24 bus trips planned, operation of 

Dial-A- Bus, summer camps, and many other special events throughout the year.

My philosophy, as well as the Board’s, has been to “save for a rainy day, as we strive to maintain a healthy fund balance. This philosophy has served us well and has allowed us to maintain a healthy financial position with strong reserve levels as confirmed by our Moddy’s Aa2 bond rating.

Recreation programs with remain the same, The Town Board and I remain committed to construction a 35K square foot Rec/Senior Center through grants and accumulated funds from developers into the parkland trust fund.

Recently the New York State Comptroller’s Office rated 100 Municipalities for financial stress with zero (0) being the least stressed and one hundred (100) being the most financially stressed. The Town of Newburg received a rating of zero which the best rating that can be obtained.

I wanted to thank all Town Board Members, Town Accountant, Ronald Clum, and all Town of Newburgh employees for their dedicated work that made this budget possible in these difficult times.

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10. CODE AMENDMENTS
  A. Cannabis Zoning

       Town Attorney Mark C. Taylor presented an initial draft Local Law Amending the Zoning  
       Code which would implement “time, place and manner” restrictions on cannabis    

       related business. The State Office of Cannabis Management has conducted a survey of 

       municipalities in this regard, we have yet to see State wide regulations providing further 

       guidance notwithstanding the Office’s proceeding with implementing the license process 

       for adult use retail dispensaries. 
       In conjunction with David Smith, we are still analyzing whether the District limits and the 

       additional distance requirements that would establish under the Local Law would impose 
       “unreasonably impracticable” restrictions on the operation of licensed retail dispensaries or 
       on-site consumption sites as determined by the State Office’s Board. The State Office Board 

       is granted authority by Section 131(2) of the legislation. An environmental assessment will 

       also need to be prepared prior to formal Board action on the Local Law. 

      The Local Law does not repeat the State law prohibition on sites within 500 feet of School 

      Grounds and within 200 feet of places of worship. “School grounds” means any building, 

      Structure and surrounding outdoor grounds, including entrances or exits, contained within a 

      public or private pre-school, nursery school, elementary or secondary school’s legally 

      defined property boundaries as registered in a county clerk’s office. Additional State 

      regulations prohibit product advertising within 500 feet or readily observable from the 

      perimeter of school grounds, playgrounds, child day care providers, public parks and 

      libraries.    
      The Town Board would like to see if further guidance is provided by the State Office before 

      finalizing this Local Law.        
    B. Code Enforcement 

         New York State Department of State is requiring municipalities to update their Municipal 

         Code in order to continue administering and enforcing the State Building and related 
         Codes. This Introductory Local Law amending Chapter 71 of the Town’s Code, which is  

         based on the model provided by the state.    
        The Local law provides for the administration and enforcement of the New York State 
        Uniform Fire Prevention and Building Code (the Uniform Code) and the State Energy 

        Conservation Construction Code (the Energy Code) in the Town of Newburgh.  

        Also included is another Local Law which would add a fee for operating permits, a new 

        category of permit that will apply to in certain instances when certificates of occupancy are 

        not required.
