                                    Road and Drainage Dedications

Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, said the Town Board accepted Copper Rock Road, which is located in Mountain Lake Estates, at 
the October 12th Audit Workshop Meeting. A Maintenance Security 
for the road was accepted by the Town Board. The applicant posted
a security for both landscaping, stormwater and road improvements. 
At this time the applicant is asking to reduce the original $245,850.00 Letter of Credit.

C. Landscape Security Release for Bridge Point Subdivision

Supervisor Booth said Ms Arent’s memorandum states the landscaping for the Bridge Point Subdivision, BCM Filiberti, and Orchard Ridge, which is located on Devito Drive Orchard Ridge and Devito Drive, was inspected on October 14, 2011. In accordance with previous recommendations, several street trees were replaced in early spring. Five trees did not survive and were replaced this past fall. All of the replacements and all the other street trees appear healthy. Ms. Arent is recommending that $15,000.00 of the original bond be held at this time.
