APPROVAL OF AUDIT

5. ACCOUNTING
A. Budget Transfer: Metropolitan Transportation Authority (MTA) Commuter Tax

Jacqueline Calarco, Town Accountant, has informed the Board in writing that, effective March 1, 2009, the Town is liable for the “new” MTA commuter tax.

Since this new tax was imposed long after the Town budget was adopted, there

are no funds in the budget for it.  Accordingly, Ms. Calarco is requesting that

funds be transferred from twelve different accounts to a brand new account entitled “MTA tax.”   Supervisor Booth voiced disagreement with this tax. Councilman Woolsey asked Mark Taylor, attorney for the Town, to draft a 
resolution protesting the tax for consideration at an upcoming Town Board meeting.

Town Audit Proposal
Jacqueline Calarco, Town Accountant, has informed the Board that Stanley Marks & Co., LLP, is no longer performing Governmental Audits. Thus, the Town solicited quotes from other local Certified Public Accounting Firms for the 2009 audit, with an option for 2010 and 2011.  A summary of their basic fees is presented below.  These fees do not include additional costs associated with implementation of the new provisions of GASB, single audit provisions, or any additional work not associated with a standard audit.

G. Hydrant Painting
According to James Osborne, the contractor has completed painting a total of 769 hydrants under his extended contract.  However, when the Town Board approved the additional work, the approval was for “up to 750 hydrants”.  The Accounting Department has asked that the Town Board approve the voucher based on the higher number. Therefore, Mr. Osborne asked the Board indicate its approval by signing the voucher.

Mrs. Smith has submitted a resume; Ms. Burgess’ is forthcoming.  Both will be interviewed.
9.   CODE COMPLIANCE:  Road Name
MOTION to adopt the name MAX WAY for the new private road in the new ten-lot subdivision off of Lakeside Road known as Chesterfield Court. The subdivision is Section 28, Block 1, Lot 14.11.  It is in the Dan Leghorn Fire

DISCUSSION:  Max Way was the developer’s third choice for the street name.  The first two choices --- Brooke Place and Brooke Court --- were
unacceptable because of their similarity to Brookside Avenue, Brookside Farm Road, and other similar sounding street names in the Town.  Mr. Osborne remarked that Chesterfield Court would have been perfectly acceptable and it is a shame that the developer did not leave it at that.

      (add on) POLICE: Purchase of Computers

Chief John Mahoney requests authorization to purchase six Dell Desktop      Computers pursuant to the 2009 Byrne Justice Assistance Grant Recovery (JAG) program award.  The Board passed a resolution on June 15, 2009, approving the grant with Orange County in the amount of $10,882.00. The requested computers (Dell Optiplex 760) are presently on New York State Contract at a cost of $822.00 per computer.  With associated software the total cost will be $4,932.00.  The computers will replace six older computers which were donated to our Police Department by New Windsor several years ago.
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Chief Mahoney requests that the total mount be disbursed from the Police Capital account (3120.2), which has a sufficient amount to cover the cost of the Computers.  Subsequently, the cost of the computers will be reimbursed in full by Orange County pursuant to the terms of the Grant.
