4. APPROVAL OF AUDIT   
MOTION was made by Councilman Benedict to approve the audit in the amount of $1,173,066.83. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

5. GIDNEYTOWN SEWER DISTRICT: Lateral Rehabilitation Contract

James Osborne, Town Engineer, said he solicited a proposal from Stearns & Wheler for a TV inspection for the remaining sewer lines in the Gidneytown Sewer District. 

MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to approve the proposal dated October 17, 2008, submitted by Stearns & Wheler Environmental Engineers & Scientists to provide services for the lump sum prices as follows:

6. COLDEN PARK SEWER DISTRICT: Lateral Rehabilitation Contract

Mr. Osborne said this is the last piece of main line lateral rehabilitation work that has to be done in Colden Park. He has a proposal from Stearns & Wheler, which has been working with the Town on the project. This proposal consists of three parts. 
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Councilman Woolsey was under the impression that the TV inspections were already done on the sewer lines. 

Mr. Osborne said this is not for TV inspections; it is for the lateral repairs. Stearns and Wheler will evaluate and recommend to the Town of Newburgh a tried and proven technology for the lateral repairs. Once the recommendation is made, they will prepare documents for the technology that is needed. 
Councilman Woolsey asked if all of the work should have been done together. 

          
Mr. Osborne said an estimated figure was made for the repairs and these contract documents are to classify what treatment technology is going to be used. There are new technologies available every year and the Town wants to use the best technology that is available in today’s market for sealing these laterals.  

Supervisor Booth said the Town has done main repairs up until this point and the sealing of the laterals still remains to be done which will run to individual houses. 

Mr. Osborne said the Town has done sewer liner repairs, joint testing and sealing, point repairs and replacement up until this point. 

Mr. Osborne said the Town will concentrate on pipe penetration at the peak of the laterals that have been identified as poorly constructed or have a leak. Mr. Osborne has requested that the technology that is chosen can be put up the lateral so the distance of the repair can be completed from behind the curb. This will allow a homeowner the ability to repair a lateral and stop digging at the curb, which will prevent the newly paved roads from being disturbed by any new repairs.  


MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the Colden Park Sewer District Lateral Rehabilitation Contract with Stearns & Wheler Environmental Engineers & Scientists as follows:

Mr. Osborne said this is the last thing the Town can do on the Town’s pipes.

MARKETPLACE: Site Monitoring Contract by Patrick Hines, MHE
Patrick Hines, Associate for McGoey, Hauser and Edsal Consulting Engineers, came before the Board. 
Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, said the Planning Board has required that the Marketplace fund extra site monitoring for the project as part of its findings and approval for the Marketplace. They will inspect landscaping, soil erosion and stormwater management provisions. Mr. Taylor gave the Board members a copy of an escrow agreement for Marketplace where they will initially deposit $20,000.00 to cover the consulting costs. The Town has obtained this proposed contract from McGoey, Hauser and Edsall to perform the site monitoring services. This is a mechanism for the Town to assure that the developer is in compliance with the stormwater pollution prevention plan and all the other conditions that were in the approved plans for this project. 
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Mr. Osborne said he had a meeting with Jerry Canfield and Tilford Stiteler, from Code Compliance, and Pat Hines, of McGoey, Hauser & Edsal, to review the scope of services that are required. The proposal the Board members have before them incorporates the Town’s most critical elements in the site monitoring process. It is Mr. Osborne’s opinion that the site monitoring will insure that the site plan is followed. Mr. Hines submitted a site plan proposal for Mr. Osborne and Mr. Taylor to review and they have submitted their comments back to Mr. Hines. The Board has the final version in front of them for their review and comments. 

Mr. Hines discussed the elements of the proposal with the Board. They were as follows:

Councilwoman Greene wanted to make sure that the construction traffic will not use public streets.

Mr. Hines said the construction vehicles are required to use Route 300 throughout the entire project. 

Councilman Piaquadio asked if Mr. Hines is going to supervise this project himself or will he have staff on the site.
Mr. Hines said he plans to be on-site and they do have site officials for monitoring also. 
Councilman Woolsey asked who was going to monitor the wells in the area.

Mr. Hines said the pre-blast survey says that Marketplace will have to offer the potentially impacted homeowners a survey to include both quality and quantity testing. 

Councilman Piaquadio asked if they were going to test how many gallons of water per minute the homeowners are getting. 

Mr. Osborne said yes, along with the quality of the water before they do the blasting. 

Councilwoman Greene asked if the Town has contacted the homeowners in the area to make them aware that someone is scheduled to do the testing.

Supervisor Booth said the residents in the area have already been contacted.  
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MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to approve the agreement for the site work monitoring and periodic field reviews supplementary to and on behalf of the Town of Newburgh for Marketplace site development. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio. (see attached)

8.
DRURY HEIGHTS SUBDIVISION: K Value Waiver by Brooker Engineering

         
Mr. Osborne said this is an issue that the Town Board has faced before. The last applicant to appear before the Board was the Driscoll Subdivision. There is a conservative value assigned to vertical curves for roads in the Town of Newburgh. The specifications are higher than the AASHTO standard with a speed limit between 40 and 45 MPH. In order to minimize the amount of fill for difficult sites, the engineers will request a waiver from the mandatory of 50 in the street specification to the K value established by AASHTO. There is a letter dated October 15, 2008 before the Board from Brooker Engineering that lists the specific curves that do not meet the K value of 50 as required by the standard, but they do exceed the AASHTO standards. The Board has gone with the AASHTO standards for other subdivisions.


Councilman Piaquadio asked if this subdivision has street lights.


Stuart Strow, PE from Brooker Engineering, PLLC, came before the Board. He said the street lights do not directly affect the vertical curves for these roads.  

Councilman Woolsey asked Mr. Osborne if he has talked to Darrell Benedict, the Highway Superintendent, about the road standards in this subdivision.


Mr. Osborne said he has not as of yet, but certainly he can do so. 


Councilman Woolsey asked Mr. Osborne to ask Mr. Benedict for his comments. 


Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, said this project does have the stipulation that provides for a timely review and action on the request of the developer with respect to the approvals that are involved.       

Supervisor Booth asked Mr. Osborne if he is satisfied with this request.


Mr. Osborne said the Town has consulted with Ted Manning, who is a traffic consultant, for approval of the AASHTO standards for certain roads in the Town of Newburgh.  This is not the first time the Board has approved these standards for Town roads. The Town has documentation that AASHTO standards are efficient for Town roads. These are acceptable standards for road construction. 

Councilman Piaquadio agreed with Councilman Woolsey that it would be beneficial to ask Mr. Benedict for his comments and bring this matter back to the Town Board meeting of November 3rd.
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9.
HIGHWAY: Road Dedication (Baird Court)


Mr. Taylor said this item has been before the Board before. It needed the sign off of the Landscape Architect, which is now completed. There was a question about the type of fence that is being installed. This project was approved when chain link fencing was acceptable. The documentation included two Resolutions for the Blue Sky Drainage District that include drainage and road improvements as part of the dedication. In order for the drainage district to be put in place, the Board must act on these resolutions. 

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the Resolution making and reaffirming certain determinations in relation to and approving the establishment of the Blue Sky Drainage District of the Town of Newburgh, Orange County, New York 


pursuant to Article 12 of the Town Law.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Benedict.

DISCUSSION: Mr. Taylor said the Final Order will be filed with both the Orange County Clerk and the Department of Audit and Control in Albany, notifying them of the establishment of the drainage district. The Town will assess charges on the property owners in the subdivision for the drainage district.

DISCUSSION: Councilman Piaquadio asked if there is a ruling that street lights have to be installed at the intersections of Town roads.

Mr. Taylor said he is not aware of that requirement. Parts of the Town have lighting districts in which some of these roads are required to have street lights and other parts of the Town do not have lighting districts and street lights are not required. 
Mr. Osborne said the subdivision regulations list ten improvements and street lights are on the list. As Mr. Taylor pointed out, not every street in the Town of Newburgh is in a lighting district. There is no method for recouping the costs for the lights outside of the lighting district.

Release of Performance Security – Cosentino


Mr. Osborne, Town Engineer, submitted a memo dated October 28, 2008 that stated there is an outstanding voucher from Cosentino Silverman Associates for work done on the  Town Hall addition and alterations. The amount of the voucher is for $14,122.77 and it represents the final payment for services. This money has been held by the Town pending the resolution of the outstanding humidity problem, associated with the air conditioning units in the Town Clerk’s and Accounting offices. 

After extensive measurements of air-flows, coil temperature differentials and refrigerant pressures by AMI, the maintenance tech for the Town’s mechanical equipment, and Fellenzer Engineering, it was concluded that the contractor installed incorrect expansion valves on the refrigerant line. This conclusion was confirmed by AMI after extensive research of the equipment lists provided by the wholesaler for T.M. Brennan contract. 
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Flooding of the coil and the oversized expansion valve only provided a ten degree drop in temperature instead of a twenty degree drop for a properly functioning air conditioning unit. The units lowered the temperature in the offices, but did not reduce the humidity. AMI has been authorized to replace the expansion valves as necessary. The cost will be back charged against T.M. Brennan who is the mechanical contractor.

The Board has concerns with releasing the money because of all of the problems the Town has had with both the heating and air conditioning. Their concerns were compounded by the fact that there was no heat in the building for this Audit meeting. The Board elected to go into Executive Session at this time.

Bond Authorization for General Fund Capital Projects

Supervisor Booth said this is for $421,400.00 in Bonds for the construction and reconstruction of various Town Department Facilities. 


Mark Taylor said this is for two projects. The first is for fuel system upgrades and the second is for the electrical system upgrade at the Highway Department. 


MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the Resolution authorizing, subject to permissive referendum, the construction of improvements to and reconstruction of various Town departmental facilities, in and for the Town of Newburgh, Orange County, New York, at a maximum estimated cost of $421,400.00 and authorizing the issuance of not exceeding $421,400.00 Bonds of said Town to pay the cost thereof. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene.


DISCUSSION: Mr. Taylor said this is subject to permissive referendum and must be posted within ten days of the Board’s action.

MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the request dated October 23, 2008, submitted by James Osborne, Town Engineer, to transfer $70,000.00 from the Interfund Transfer account number 040.9902.0900 to the Greensand Filter account number 060.0060.2801. This transfer is to fund the Manganese Treatment Study that the Town Board authorized on July 9, 2008. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

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D. Sewer Outside User Policy

Mr. Taylor said this pertains to a request made by Mr. Frank Valdina’s client, Mr. Thomas Watt, who is requesting outside user approval for his lot located on Gardnertown Road. 

Mr. Osborne said this issue has been left open because the Board wanted to find out if the exemption applied to an existing house or a single vacant lot. 
Mr. Taylor said there are two separate property owners with two separate lots requesting to connect to a single line. They will install and maintain this line until the Town determines they want to accept the line. The lines will be located in the road and the Town is going to require that the two property owners enter into a maintenance agreement for this line. The question that arose was does the Town’s Policy exclude existing single family residences from paying the outside user fee when the lot does not have an existing dwelling on it. The Town excludes the developer from the Town’s calculation of one lot or one unit depending on the type of development. Mr. Taylor said it does appear that it was adopted in the case of Britain Commons and in fairness to the owners of single family lots, the Town should follow suit. If the Board decides to grant outside user status to these two lot owners, it will be subject to the execution of the outside user agreement. The outside user agreement has a time limit. They will need a submission of irrevocable offers of dedication for the sewer line and a maintenance agreement for the sewer line between the two property owners acceptable to the Town Attorney.  
Councilman Woolsey asked if there is a Town right-of-way.
Mr. Valdina said the tax map shows a Town right-of-way and the subdivision does not include a road within the property. 

Mr. Taylor said he did not know if the Town has a right-of-way or not. 

Councilman Piaquadio asked if there were two other houses in that area that could benefit from this line.
Mr. Valdina said there were. 

Mr. Taylor said the outside user agreement will state that no outside users are allowed without Town approval.
Supervisor Booth said the installation of the sewer main will be paid for by the owners of the properties. There will be no expense to the Town for the installation.

The Board members discussed the policy of the Town for people who are eligible to hook up to the sewer district and at what cost. 

Mr. Osborne said he can only speculate that originally the granting of an exception for a single family homeowner was to entice them to hook up to the sewer system. At that time the Town was dealing with massive septic system failures throughout the Town. 

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to allow these two homeowners on section 47 block 9 and lots 7 &8 to hook up to the sewer district without a fee. If the property is sold or transferred prior to the issuance of the certificate of occupancy the outside user agreement is terminated. Any provisions needed by the two property owners for the sewer main installation must be acceptable to the Town Attorney and the Town Engineer. The property owners who will have this sewer line run in front of their homes will have to be notified by the applicant by December 31, 2009. The motion was seconded by Councilman Woolsey. 
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DISCUSSION: Councilman Woolsey said he has concerns with the safety of the large trees in the area and asked to have a guarantee they will not be disturbed.
Mr. Osborne said the residents will be required to have a road opening permit and a road bond commensurate with the restoration costs. This will not be the standard road bond, it will reflect the fact that they are running approximately 600 feet along the road.

Mr. Taylor said what Mr. Osborne stated will cover the work, but the Town has to still consider what they will require on a continual basis given this private main will run down along a Town road. It will include insurance, a permanent security and if there is a break in the line the Town will not be responsible. 

Councilman Woolsey asked Mr. Osborne to check to see if the Town does have a right-of-way for this section of road. 

Mr. Taylor said the client has three years to sign the agreement and then there is three years within the agreement to construct.

Councilman Piaquadio said the neighbors, where the sewer line runs directly in front of their property, should be notified that these property owners are going to install a sewer main. It is his opinion that the neighbors should know it is a private line and not a Town line. 

Mr. Osborne said one of the problems that could be created by doing this is this would no longer be an individual service line. It would become a sewer line extension subject to NYSDEC review and approval.  

Supervisor Booth said the Board is asking Mr. Valdina to have the property owners notify the neighbors of the property owners who have this sewer line running directly in front of their house that the Town is not soliciting for anyone to hookup, to tell these property owners it is not a Town line, and the line is being installed by the lot owners.

OUTSIDE FURNACES


Supervisor Booth said he has had multiple discussions with Councilman Woolsey and Tilford Stiteler, Code Compliance Supervisor, in regard to outside furnaces. The Town is receiving requests for building permits for the installation of this type of furnace. The Town currently does not have any provision in the Town Code to address this issue. Code Compliance has sent these applications to the Zoning Board of Appeals.

Mr. Taylor said the question that needs to be answered is if the outdoor furnaces are used as an accessory use. If so, the Town has specific accessory uses that are permitted. If they are considered something other than an accessory use then they might not be prohibited under the Town’s Code. 


Councilman Piaquadio suggested asking Thomas Dubetsky, Safety Officer, to look into the matter and make a recommendation to the Board. 


Supervisor Booth said Mr. Taylor has provided some guidelines for a Local Law.


Mr. Taylor said Mr. Stiteler gave an article to Supervisor Booth regarding the Town of East Fishkill’s regulations for outdoor furnaces. Mr. Taylor has prepared guidelines for this Local Law that is based on East Fishkill’s regulation. The stipulations for the outdoor furnaces are that they are only allowed in certain zoning districts and have a minimum lot size requirement. They are not allowed in an R3 zone, there are setback regulations and regulations of what can be burned in the furnaces. 


Councilman Woolsey asked about the height of the smokestack for these furnaces and he asked to have a temporary moratorium put on them.

Councilman Piaquadio agreed with a temporary moratorium.

The Board agreed with a six month moratorium on the outside furnaces for health and safety reasons. 


Supervisor Booth said he is going to send a memo to Town Departments notifying them about the pending outside furnace moratorium.
