Mr. Zarutskie said Officer 

      Carpenter got along with everyone and he was absolutely super.  There are two 

      problems: one is Cronomer Valley Fire Department.  They are wonderful.  They work 

      with us and they are very understanding, but the fact of the matter is that the dinner is 

      too popular.
