    Darrell Bell from Max Way asked if his cul-de-sac would be getting any street                     

    lights as it is pitch black.  Supervisor Piaquadio stated that if Mr. Bell’s street is                             

    not part of any lighting district, he can ask to be included in one and the property 

    owners would pay a special assessment including lighting.

The average home in the Town is assessed at $68,000.00             

    and each homeowner can expect to pay approximately $35.00 more than last                  

    year.
