6. Highway (7:00 p.m.)  PUBLIC HEARING:  General &Highway Funds 2013 Budget

Supervisor Booth asked Town Clerk Zarutskie if all of the postings and advertising have been done to conduct this public hearing. 
Town Clerk Zarutskie said notice of this public hearing has been posted in the lobby of Town Hall and on the Town website since October 23, 2012. It was advertised in the Sentinel on October 23, 2012 and in the Mid Hudson Times on October 24, 2012.

Supervisor Booth said the 2013 Preliminary Budget has been presented to the Town Board and the Town Clerk. This budget contains 27.3 million dollars in appropriation for the General and Highway Funds. The combined Preliminary Budget falls under the two percent tax cap levy. The General and Highway fund combined have a 2.1 percent increase. The majority of the appropriation increase budgeted for the real property tax refund account in anticipation of the reduction of the assessment and potential real property tax refunds.
