This

           budget transfer accommodates a shift in the production of treated water from

           the Delaware Aqueduct Supply to Chadwick Lake which, in turn, created a 

           shift in personnel costs between the two water treatment plants.

15. PUBLIC COMMENTS
       William Fetter of Rockwood Drive asked whether a construction milestone has been
       setup for the Gardnertown Road Culvert Replacement Project. Town Engineer

       James Osborne noted that the schedule will be determined by the leadtime of the

       manufacturer who fabricates the concrete structures. By contract, the general contractor

       has 120 days to complete the project unless the general contractor can show that

       the leadtime of the concrete structure manufacturer significantly cuts into the schedule of 
       the general contractor. Next, Mr. Fetter asked about the results of the test the
       Town conducted during the week of September 21, 2020 when the Town tested 
       its water supply interconnection with the Town of New Windsor by reversing the 
       flow of water. Town Engineer said the test went quite well. The water flowed at a

       rate of 850,000 gallons per day. There are some items that need to be sorted and

       test will be conducted again.
