APPROVAL OF AUDIT

6. ZONING

A. R to IB Zoning Map Change:   Sunshine Ford

Douglas Crossley, with Cosimo and Joseph Colandrea came before the Town Board.
Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, said the Town Board was considering the following:

· Fencing

· Access to the driveway

· Drainage

Sunshine Ford-Lincoln has entered into agreements with the applicant that specify that the conditions should be imposed. 

Mr. Taylor asked the Town Board if they were going to require any of the following:

· If the applications were going to be submitted without conditions

· Will there be a resolution that specifies the conditions

· Is an agreement going to be done. 


Councilman Woolsey inquired about the drainage.
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James Osborne, the Town Engineer, said that Pat Hines’ report states the following “The project proposes the construction of an additional 81 car storage lot between the existing Colandrea facility and Putnam Street. A separate project involves the reconstruction of a retaining wall which is currently in disrepair on the property. The project proposes to re-route storm water from the Colandrea facility into a modified closed pipe drainage system to the existing storm water collection system in Putnam Street. The re-routed system is required as a proposed storm water management pond and is identified in the vicinity of the existing storm water conveyance system. The conceptual design for the storm water pond identifies approximately 4 feet of storage proposed with an outlet control structure connecting to the existing 24 inch diameter pipe within Putnam Street. The pipe within Putnam Street conveys flow in a closed pipe drainage system in a generally east direction down Putnam Street across Stewart Avenue into an easement area and then in a northerly direction to the Brookside Pond drainage wetland area. The concept plan contains an additional storm water collection line on the easterly most portion of the car parking parcel between the storm water management facility and lands now or formerly known as Breitenbach. This storm water line will collect run off from other lands of Colandrea as well as any potential discharge from the retaining wall drains along the eastern car lot parcel. The plan is designed to address impacts associated with the increase in run-off from the additional paving as well as address existing concerns with storm water run-off from the new vehicle sales lot. The combination of the proposed storm water management basin re-routing of the existing pipe network and the addition of a storm water collection system along the eastern property that will serve to mitigate impacts associated with the construction of the new car parking area.” 

“It was discussed during a field review that snow plow operations on the car lot have resulted in a significant volume of snow being deposited on the north and east side of the existing compromised retaining wall. Notes should be required on the plan during the Planning Board review process prohibiting the discharge of plowed snow from the retaining wall to the lower elevations off the existing car lot property.” 

“Detailed design of all storm water management facilities would be required of the applicant prior to receiving any approval from the Town of Newburgh Planning Board. In concept, the plan appears to address mitigation measures to convey existing and proposed storm water run-off to the natural stream channel at Brookside Pond.” 

Deputy Supervisor Piaquadio suggested that a fence maintenance agreement be required. 

 Councilman Woolsey said Mr. Colandrea offered to purchase the property of the residents who would be impacted by the expansion.  

Councilwoman Greene said that Mr. Colandrea will be installing a fence that is equal to or better than the existing fence. 

Mr. Taylor said there was a concern with the dealership having access to the existing road. He asked the Board Members if they wanted to state the following in the agreement:

· No access for the dealership

· Access only for the houses located on the road

· Emergency access only 

The Board Members agreed to use the road for emergency use only.
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Mr. Taylor asked if the houses that are being fenced off will have access off of Route 17K, or is the Board saying that the houses will only have access to the existing road.

Mr. Douglas Crossley, attorney for Cosimo Colandrea, suggested that the dealership have access from Putnam Street and use Boulder Road for emergency access.

Mr. Osborne suggested requiring a fence along the property line to screen the houses and allow driveway access through Boulder Road. 

A restricted opening for the road was considered. 

Mr. Taylor asked if the Town Board wanted to put stipulations into an agreement or a Resolution regarding the conditions.

The Board Members agreed on having Mr. Taylor draw up an agreement.     

B. IB Zone Text Change Request for Banks and Restaurants

Mr. Douglas Crossley, an attorney from Crossley Associates came before the Town Board. 

Mr. Taylor stated there are two separate requests for text changes to the IB District regulations. 

· The first is for banks 

· The second is for restaurants as a stand-alone use. 

Currently the Town does not allow banks in the IB District. 

Restaurants are permitted in the IB zone in conjunction with offices, shopping centers, and other such uses or as an accessory use. The Board can do the following:

· Create a separate classification for restaurants

· Restaurants and fast food establishments could stand-alone and would not have to be in conjunction with other uses 

· Clarify what conjunctions means. 

Mr. Osborne asked Mr. Taylor if there is a separation requirement for fast food restaurants. 

Mr. Taylor said that there is. 

The Board agreed that Restaurants could be stand-alone and they would not have to be in conjunction with other uses. 

Mr. Taylor suggested that the Town Board and the applicant would be willing to proceed with their request and authorize Mark Taylor to draw up an agreement stating the applicant has to do the following:

· deposit money in an escrow 

· prepare a long form environmental assessment for each separate application 

Mr. Taylor asked the Board if they wanted to consult with a planning consultant and if so additional escrow money will be required.  

The Town Board agreed not to hire a planning consultant. 

Mr. Crossley asked if a drive - thru will have the same restricts as fast food restaurants.
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John Ewasutyn, Planning Board Chairman, stated if that matter came before the Planning Board it would be referred to the Zoning Board of Appeals.  
Mr. Taylor said that the Board can make a decision for a drive thru at a later time.

MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to authorize Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, to notify the applicants that the Town Board is willing to consider the text change. An Escrow will be required and they will have to prepare the environmental assessment forms. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

Mr. Taylor said he was informed by the Supervisor that the applicant is requesting a text change from R-1 to R- or R-3, but he did not have any other information. 

The Town Board decided to postpone this matter. 

7. RECEIVER OF TAXES:   2013 Water and Sewer Re-Levies 

Mary Lou Venuto, Receiver of Taxes, came before the Town Board. 

Ms. Venuto said the unpaid water and sewer that should be re-levied onto property owner’s 2014 property taxes.

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the Resolution Levying Unpaid Water and Sewer Charges and Assessments for the Town of Newburgh portion in the amount of $344,846.23 and the Town of Montgomery portion in the amount of $83.79. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.
