Councilman Piaquadio asked how many new employees would be needed if the 
Town would agree to use the CVFD Social Hall.

Mrs. Monell said it would not take any more than the Town has now.


Tony Marino, Orange County Legislator, stated there are two different issues. 
One is the Town having a Senior Center. The second is the County only wants the 
Senior Center to be a conjugate dining hall, not a cooking site. The Town should 
contact the County to set up a meeting to discuss this matter. 

Mr. Marino said the Town or the Cronomer Valley Fire Department has to work 
out the agreement as to what the rent will be and who will repair the ovens in the 
kitchen to warm the meals. Mr. Marino suggested that the Town encourage the 
fire house to appoint a negotiating team and then call the County Executive and 
set up a meeting. Supervisor Booth is going to set up a meeting with Robert 
Petrillo, Commissioner of Parks, Recreation & Conservation.

Assistant Assessor Position 

Michael J. Fogarty, FIAO, Sole Assessor of the Town of Newburgh addressed the 
Board and said Thomas Masten recently retired from his position of Assistant 
Assessor, leaving a vacancy. The position has been posted and interviews of 
prospective candidates have been held. He is requesting to hire Alan F. Cagney as 
Assistant Assessor of the Town of Newburgh. Mr. Cagney previously worked in 
his office, is familiar with the Town, and has obtained his State Certified Assessor 
Advanced Designation. He has served as Sole Assessor for the Town of Blooming 
Grove and Chairman of the Board of Assessment review in the Town of Crawford. 
His work history and knowledge of the Town of Newburgh makes him an ideal 
replacement and addition to his department. The budgeted salary for this position 
is 
$53,000.00, and the anticipated starting date is November 29th, 2007.

Supervisor Booth authorized Michael J. Fogarty to have Alan F. Caney fill out a 
job application.

Supervisor Booth said that the Town received bids on November 2nd. The low 
bidder was Whispering Pines Development in the amount of $39,364.22. James 
Osborne, P.E., Town Engineer, submitted a memo dated November 2, 2007 
stating

Stearns & Wheler and the Town of Newburgh recently worked with the apparent 
low bidder on a pipe bursting contract on Neversink Drive. While the overall time 
of construction was slightly more than originally anticipated, the quality of the 
final work was acceptable to Mr. Osborne. He therefore sees no reason not to 
award this contract to Whispering Pines Development, subject to the approval 
from the Town Board and Town Counsel.

Road Relocation - Wilder & Balter


Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, said John Bainlardi, Senior Development 
Manager of Wilder & Balter, had been in front of the Board at the end of August 
with respect to aspects of the Market Place Project and Town Roads. The first was 
the realignment of Meadow Avenue, so it would fit into a roundabout that the 
applicant is submitting to the DOT. The second is the shortening of Brookside 
Avenue and the construction of a new cul-de-sac, due to the fact that any entry 
road will cross the current path of Brookside. The applicant is requesting that the 
Board and Mr. Benedict, Highway Superintendent, enter into a Memorandum of 
Understanding, which will lay out the future actions that will be taken with the 
approvals and permitting of these roadway modifications. John Bainlardi said the 
Memorandum of Understanding would be helpful in securing financing and will 
be a benefit in securing tenants.
