    Town Supervisor Piaquadio asked Town Clerk Joseph Pedi if all of the proper postings and    

    publications were completed. Town Clerk Pedi said notice of this meeting had been posted 

    on the Town website since November 9, 2021 and in Town Hall also on November 9
    2021. It was advertised in the Mid Hudson Times on November 11, 2021 and in the 
    Orange County Post on November 12, 2021. This complies with all of the requirements for 
    a Public Hearing under New York State Law.

    project is to replace approximately 9,500 linear feet of watermain and associated

    valves, hydrants, services and accessories within the Town of Newburgh Colden Park

    Water System at a maximum estimated cost of $4,946,250.

   Public Comments

   John Ward of Windwood Drive asked whether the project is going to be done
   in phases or constructed all at once. Shawn Arnott responded that once the

   contractor devices a plan, the plan will be shared with all residents of Colden

   Park. Mr. Ward then inquired when construction is scheduled to start and Mr.

   Arnott indicated that the project is scheduled to start in the Spring of 2022.

   Mr. Ward asked about the grant being sought for this project and whether the

   grant will be allocated to other projects. Mr. Arnott indicated that the grant

   money will be allocated solely to this project. Lastly, Mr. Ward asked if the

   Town budgeted funds to repave and curb the streets in Colden Park once the 

   watermain project is completed. Town Supervisor Piaquadio indicated that
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    that funds will be budgeted to pave the roads in Colden Park but not all the roads 
    could be paved simultaneously and that the repavement will occur in phases over 
    a period of time. Councilman Ruggiero added that all paving activity in Colden Park
    was postponed in anticipation of this project.
