6. PUBLIC HEARING (7:00 p.m.):  Roseton Hills Sewer District Increased Cost of Improvements

      Supervisor Piaquadio asked Town Clerk Joseph Pedi if all of the proper                      

     postings and publications were completed. Town Clerk Pedi said notice 

     of this meeting had been posted in the lobby since November 5, 2019 and on the

     Town website since November 5, 2019. It was advertised in the Mid Hudson Times 
     on November 13 , 2019 and in the Orange County Post on November 8, 2019. 
     This complies with all of the requirements for a Public Hearing under 
     New York State Law.
     MOTION was made at 7:08 p.m. by Councilman Presutti to open the Public  

     Hearing. Motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

     Town Engineer James Osborne indicated that the original approved cost
     of the Roseton Hills Sewer District in the Town was $2,825,500.00. Now it
     appears that the maximum estimated cost of the improvements must be increased
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     by $392,000.00 to a new maximum estimated cost of $3,217,500.00. With this new 
     estimate, the cost of the Roseton Sewer District to a typical property will be $568.05 
     in the first year which is higher than the original estimated cost of $480.78.

     C. Amended Subdivision Plan for Rock Cut Estates

          Town Supervisor Gil Piaquadio recused himself from the meeting.

         The owner of Rock Cut Estates presented a proposal from Arden Consulting
         Engineers of Monroe, New York for the amended plan for Rock Cut Estates.
         The existing 12.66 acre parent parcel currently has a single family dwelling.

         A five lot subdivision was previously approved but it is proposed to reduce the 
         number of lots from five to four. Each lot will be served by a septic system and
         individual drilled well. The Town Board requested the owner check with the
         Fire District to get the Fire District’s approval on the subdivision’s configuration.

10. Certiorari Settlement: Meadow Hill LLC

        Attorney for the Town Mark Taylor presented a letter from Cathy Drobny,

       Esquire of E. Stewart Jones, Hacker Murphy regarding the proposed settlement 

       of tax certiorari for DRA Meadow Hill LLC for its property known as “Meadow

       Ridge Luxury Apartments” also known as Golden Vista. The settlement provides

       for a reduction in assessed value for 2018 by $186,410.00 from $2,663,000.00

       to $2,476,590.00. The refund liability for the Town for the reduction would be   

       approximately $2,496.88. Note that as the project was under construction as of
       the March 1, 2018 taxable status date and continues to be under construction,

       this settlement is only for 2018. The settlement does not provide for a three

       year hold on the assessment.
