APPROVAL OF AUDIT

CODE ENFORCEMENT: Unsafe Building Hearing, 429 South Plank Road

                                              (Recessed from November 15, 2010)

Thomas Dubetsky, the Safety Officer for the Town of Newburgh, came before the Town Board. He said that Mr. Hanley, who is the owner of the above property, was not able to attend tonight’s meeting. Mr. Dubetsky did a site inspection of the property today and it has been cleaned up. His concerns are with the securing of the entrances to the property. He has discussed installing chains across the entrances with Mr. Hanley. 


Supervisor Booth said he has also visited the site and is pleased with the clean up. He suggested recessing this public hearing until the first week of June 2011. That will enable the Town to follow up on the condition of the property and if violations occur the Town will not have to go through the process of another public hearing. 


Councilman Piaquadio asked if Mr. Hanley plans on replacing the broken glass in the building. 
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Mr. Dubetsky said the realtor is going to put up plywood to cover the broken glass. 


Councilman Piaquadio said the church, next door to this building, uses the parking lot to park for church services and he has concerns that if the entrances are blocked off people will park along the side of the road causing a hazardous condition.   

Mr. Dubetsky said Mr. Hanley is going to give the church a set of keys to the barricade to enable them to open the parking lot for church services. 


Councilman Woolsey said people have gotten hurt when chains are used to block entrances. They can be covered with snow or not seen at night causing harm to people. 

Mr. Dubetsky has asked Mr. Hanley to use some type of marking device to identify the chains. 


Councilman Piaquadio suggested using a plastic chain.

Supervisor Booth suggested covering the chain with a two inch PVC pipe. 


Councilwoman Greene asked to notify the church about the key.


Mr. Dubetsky said he will meet with church officials and tell them Mr. Hanley plans on giving them a key for the parking lot.

2010 Audit Proposal
Supervisor Booth said Jackie Calarco has submitted a quote from Vanacore, DeBenedictus, DiGovanni & Weddell, LLP. for the 2010 audit. This audit is budgeted in the 2011 budget and Mr. Booth is satisfied with the job that they did last year.

ASSESSOR: Certiorari Settlement, Knights Inn
Michael Fogarty, Sole Assessor for the Town of Newburgh, came before the Town Board. He said he is in favor of this settlement. This property has lost two flagship ratings and most recently changed to a Knights Inn. Based on the appraisal done by ESAC consultants and the Town’s existing equalization rate of 32.80%, it is Mr. Fogarty’s opinion that this is a fair settlement. The owner is currently before the Planning Board seeking to further subdivide the parcel and return one of the new parcels to the original flagship. This settlement will also avoid further litigation costs.

Mr. Fogarty said the first reduction was when the new owner purchased the property. It was lower than the assessment. This settlement is for three years.

Robert Petrillo, Commissioner of Parks, Recreation & Conservation, came before the Town Board. 

Supervisor Booth said Mr. Petrillo has a quote from M.C. Electrical Systems to install L.E.D. lights in four locations at Chadwick Lake. These lights are needed for the existing security system in the park. Mr. Booth has asked for quotes for solar lights for the Justice Court and Town Hall. As of yet, he has not received any. Supervisor Booth asked Mr. Petrillo if the lighting that M.C. Electrical Systems is suggesting will be adequate for the security system. 

Mr. Petrillo said a light was installed in the playground area and it lit the area. 

Councilman Piaquadio asked if these lights will be installed on existing poles at the park.

Mr. Petrillo replied that is correct. 

Councilwoman Greene asked the time frame for the installation.

Mr. Petrillo said about two weeks. 

Councilman Bello said Mike Calderon, owner of M.C. Electrical, does exemplary work and is always on time.

Park Fees

Mr. Petrillo asked to increase the fees for the Chadwick Lake Park annual permits. The increase would become effective in 2011 raising the resident fee from $15.00 to $20.00 and the non-resident fee from $30.00 to $40.00. Mr. Petrillo said the increase would help to offset the cost of the video surveillance system installed this year as well as the internet service required to connect the system with the Police Department for added security at the park. Mr. Petrillo  said year to date there were 1,424 resident permits sold and 438 non-resident permits sold. The park attendance from July 1st thru September 6th was 22,725.

Supervisor Booth said he is against raising the fees at the park due to the economy. Mr. Booth said the park fees have remained the same for the last three years. All of the Town Board members agreed. 

Councilman Woolsey asked if the Town would be able to raise non-resident fees without raising the resident fees. 
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Supervisor Booth said the difference between the non-residents fees cannot be more that twice the amount of the residents fees, which they are now. 

Councilman Piaquadio asked how much money would actually be generated by the increase. 

Mr. Petrillo said from July 1st thru September 1st in the year 2007 there were 12,835 people who used the park. This year from the same time frame in 2010 there were 22,725 people who used the park. He said year to date there were 1,424 resident permits sold and 438 non-resident permits sold. 

Councilman Piaquadio suggested comparing the camp fees with surrounding camps to find out if they should be raised. 

Councilwoman Greene is not in favor of raising the camp fees because it could be a hardship for someone who needs to enroll their child for the full camp session.

Councilman Woolsey said that the Town’s camp fees are very low compared to surrounding camps and daycare. 
Councilman Piaquadio agrees and he asked to have the pavilions reevaluated. 

Councilwoman Greene asked Mr. Petrillo to do a comparison on how many residents in the Town use the camp verses non-residents. Mrs. Greene said Camp Chadwick is going to increase the number of campers by 45. They will have to also add new councilors to accommodate the additional campers. Supervisor Booth asked Councilwoman Greene and Mr. Petrillo to do a comparison for the camps and bring this matter back to the first Workshop Audit Meeting in January of 2011. 
Councilman Bello asked what account the money collected for the park passes goes to.

Supervisor Booth said all of the money goes into the General Fund. 

Councilman Piaquadio said all of the money collected from the Recreation Department goes into the General Fund except for the donations collected for the fireworks which goes into a T account.

Performance Security for Storm Water Management: South Plank Holdings

James Osborne, the Town Engineer, said that the construction cost estimate for the stormwater facilities and soil erosion control measures for the South Plank Holdings-209 South Plank Road site plan is ready. The cost estimate dated November 18, 2010 and was prepared by Bohler Engineering is in the amount of $15,000.00. The site is for the redevelopment of the old Texaco gas station located next to the bus depot on Route 52, which has limited stormwater improvements. Based on his review of the cost estimate he recommends approval. In addition, the applicant will be required to post an escrow inspection fee of $2,000.00 for site inspections by McGoey, Hauser & Edsall.

Councilman Woolsey asked if the applicant will tie into the state drains and will they need DOT approval. 

Mr. Osborne said he will check with McGoey, Hauser & Edsall.

Performance Security for Storm Water Management: Noto Site Plan

The construction cost estimate for the stormwater facilities and soil & erosion control measures for the Noto Site Plan is $34,703.00.

Grant Application: Northeast Orange County Water Supply Feasibility Study

Supervisor Booth asked the Town Board to approve the Resolution for the grant application tonight, which is time sensitive. 
Mr. Osborne said the Northeast Orange County Water Supply Feasibility Study arose from the Town of New Windsor’s initial discussion with the Town of Newburgh about creating a joint water treatment plant that was predicated on the fact that New York City was going to cross connect the Delaware and Catskill aqueduct in Gardiner, New York. This would enable the Town of Newburgh to have two sources of a raw water supply in a single pipe line. The Town of New Windsor met with Orange County and the DEP on this concept that Orange County would fund the Northeast Orange County Water Supply Feasibility Study, which is the first step in the process for a joint plan. Other alternatives are as follows:

-Expansion of City of Newburgh Water Treatment Plant to service as a regional facility and existing Riley Road Plant.

-Joint Town of Newburgh – Town of New Windsor Desalination Plant supplied with Hudson River water pumped to the new plant, and existing Riley Road Plant.

The plant would be located in either the Town of Newburgh or the Town of New Windsor.

-Base case – separate plants for the Town of Newburgh or the Town of New Windsor. 

MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to approve the Resolution for 2010-2011 Local Government Efficiency Grant Application; Northeast Orange County Water Supply Feasibility Study. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

DISCUSSTION: Councilwoman Greene questioned the clause “Whereas, the Authority will be the source of the 10% cash match required in the application regulations by New York State Department of State”

Supervisor Booth said the Water Authority will pay the 10% match.

Release of Road Maintenance Security: Blue Sky Subdivision

Mr. Osborne said Baird Court was constructed as part of the Blue Sky Development Subdivision and was dedicated and accepted by the Town on October 29, 2008. A final inspection of the road was done and everything was found to be satisfactory.
