The Board finds that personal service stores and uses are similar and          consistent with other commercial uses already separately permitted in the IB           District.  The Local Law also amends to B District Table of Use and Bulk Require-           ments to match the defined term.  More discussions are needed on this topic.

Assistant Fire Inspector and Safety Officer Tom Dubetsky appeared before the Board             
to discuss the house located at 1031 Route 32 just south of the Town boundary             
(Section 2, Block 1, Lot 37.2) that was severely damaged by fire in the fall of 2013.   
Code Compliance did an inspection on October 15, 2014, and declared the property            
as unsafe and dangerous.  The owners were to attend the meeting at 7:30 p.m. with 
updates as the property must be made safe or removed but they didn’t appear at the 
meeting.  


5341 Route 9W


Assistant Fire Inspector and Safety Officer Tom Dubetsky appeared before the Board             
to discuss the property located at 5341 Route 9W (Section 10, Block 2, Lot 4) that          
was designated as dangerous to the public.  This house is just south of Lattintown           
Road and is next door to a former Town Hall.  Code Compliance did an inspection on 
December 10, 2014, and declared the property as unsafe as the roof has caved in this 
past winter.  Mr. Dubestsky left a card at the residence and will continue to contact the 
son as both parents are now deceased.

The final unit price for Closed Circuit TV Inspection of Mainline Sewers and Service 
Laterals will be determined at the time the work is to be completed, depending on 
subcontractor availability.  Final unit price is expected to be within the range of $75,000 
to $133,165.00.  Mr. Osborne will speak with GHD Consulting Services Inc. and get a 
letter of commitment first before any decision can be made as Councilman Woolsey 
stated that the range was too large a spread.
