6. CRYSTAL RUN HEALTHCARE:  IDA Application

Dominic Cordisco, an attorney with Drake, Loeb, Heller, Kennedy, Gogerty, Gaba & Rodd and Richard Rosen, Vice President of Columbia Development, came before the Town Board.  

Mr. Cordisco said that Crystal Run is proposing a 35,000 square foot building on the former Flannery Animal Hospital property. They are currently before the Planning Board. Crystal Run has also applied to the Orange County Industrial Development Agency for a standard ten year program. The Orange County Industrial Development Agency is requiring a Town Board recommendation and report. 

Councilman Piaquadio asked how many employees will be hired.

Mr. Cordisco said there will be approximately 200 construction jobs for a one year period. Crystal Run will start recruiting at the end of July and they are projecting to hire 200 new employees with a salary range from $40,000.00 to $150,000.00. 

Councilman Woolsey asked if Crystal Run will own the building.
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Mr. Cordisco replied an entity of Crystal Run will own the building and Crystal Run will rent the building from them. 

Supervisor Booth said he has a meeting scheduled regarding the Project Labor Agreement (PLA) on Friday for the Local unions.
Councilman Piaquadio asked what the time line of this project was. 
Mr. Cordisco replied the building should be on line by July 1, 2014.

Councilman Woolsey asked the height of the building.

Mr. Cordisco replied the building will be a two story building and it will be below the height requirement for that area.

8. TOWN CLERK:  Peddler’s Permit (Appeal) 

Thomas Amodeo, Jr. came before the Town Board. 
Mr. Taylor said Mr. Amodeo submitted a peddler permit application to the Town of Newburgh, which was denied because the proposed location is within 1000 feet of an existing food establishment which was there when the existing law was enacted.
Mr. Amodeo said he has had two existing peddler permits in the Town of Newburgh that are within 1000 feet of an existing business.  However, they were not food businesses. He will be selling a different type of food than the business in the area will sell and he has his heart set on this location.   The owner of the motel in the area has given him permission to park in his parking lot if this does not work out, but the owner will not put it in writing. 

The Town Board discussed the status of the diner in question and the Town’s Local Law for peddlers. 

This matter will be recessed until the December 30th Town Board Meeting, meanwhile  Mr. Dubetsky will go to the site and measure the distance of Mr. Amodeo’s site and the dinner. 

9. LOCAL LAW:  Residency Requirement

Supervisor Booth said this proposed Local Law will allow the Town Clerk and the Receiver of Taxes to appoint a Second Deputy who is not a resident of the Town. They will have to reside in Orange County or an adjoining county in the State as long as they reside within 30 miles of the Town of Newburgh.

Mr. Osborne said the Board has been provided with the letter proposal from MH&E for engineering services and a letter from NYSTA regarding the flooding of the Thruway at mile marker # 61. Mr. Osborne reviewed a map of the area where the flooding occurred with the Town Board Members. Mr. Osborne said it is the opinion of himself and MH&E that the Town did not contribute to this flooding. All of the water drain-off projects that have been done in the area is directed away from the Thruway.  

Mr. Osborne is requesting to formerly reply to the DEC. MH&E has prepared a proposal for professional services to assist the Town of Newburgh in addressing concerns regarding drainage identified by the New York State Thruway Authority.
