7. CODE COMPLIANCE:  Computer Software Purchase

Councilman Piaquadio said Gerald Canfield, Code Compliance Supervisor, and his department attended a presentation given by Business Automation Services Inc. (BAS) and It is his opinion that this system will best serve the Town of Newburgh Code Compliance Department and Planning Board needs. The cost to purchase the BAS Systems is $37,870.00 which includes a first year service charge for the amount of $4,350.00. The funds for this purchase will come from the following accounts:

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Supervisor Booth said the amount quoted includes transferring all of the current information onto the BAS System. 

Councilwoman Greene said the County is also in favor of the BAS program. 

Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, questioned the Installation Support and Training expenses for the amount of $2,640.00 which excludes travel expenses. Mr. Taylor asked the Board where the travel expense funds will come from. He also brought to the Board’s attention item number 8 that states “Due to copyright infringement issues it is necessary for your municipality to have a licensing agreement with your current NY State Code vendor for the same number of workstation licenses purchased from BAS: this will allow you to copy and paste the codes into the BAS IPS software.” Mr. Taylor asked if the Town has a licensing agreement in place and if it will entail an additional expense.  
All of the Board Members agreed to bring this item back at the December 28th Audit Workshop Meeting. 

8. ACCOUNTING:  Interfund Transfers

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the Interfund Transfers and Status Closing of Capital Projects dated December 2, 2011, submitted by Jackie Calarco, Town Accountant, and transfer the funds from the 9W Water Main Water Fund Capital Projects which have been completed and closed. Cedar Court Drainage:  Proposal for Surveying Services
James Osborne, Town Engineer, said there are drainage easements that were never dedicated to the Town for Cedar Court. The surveys for finalizing these easements are as follows:

Task 1

Conduct a field survey and provide mapping to show existing features sufficient for design of new drainage locations. Topographical features, property lines and right of way lines will be shown. The map copies are included.

Gidney Sewer District
Mr. Osborne said the Town has estimates for over $520,000.00 for sewer rehab work. There is currently approximately $300,000.00 in the capital budget, $150,000.00 in the Capital Reserve Fund and $135,000.00 in the Allocated Funds.

Consolidated Water District—Budget Transfer



(Stewart Airport Tank Rehabilitation)
Mr. Osborne is asking for a transfer for the cleaning and painting of the 1.8 MG Stewart Airport Water Storage Tank. Beginning in 1999 the Town has cleaned, painted or inspected all of its other water storage tanks. The Stewart Airport Water Storage Tank and the Frozen Ridge Road Tank are the last one to be cleaned and painted. This will be a costly project for the following reasons:

1.
The Stewart Tank is the largest steel water storage tank in the Town system. It is approximately 105 feet in height and is more than twice the volume of the next largest tank.
2.
There are four sets of antennas for four different cell phone service providers, who pay the Town in excess of $100,000.00 per year to lease the space on the tank and are located on the exterior of the tank. This will complicate the painting of the exterior of the tank. 

3.
Because of the fire demands of the nearby Stewart Airport Industrial Park and the aviation uses on Express Drive, the Town may need to install a temporary connection between the main pressure zone and this service area and install a skid mounted fire pump system.

4.
New regulations and time constraints would require the use of a high solids coating system for the interior of the tank. This type of product reduces the required drying times and limits the potential for VOC contamination when the tank is put back into service. 

5. Because of low chlorine residuals at this extreme end of Town, a rechlorination facility should be included in this work. A small building on site exists that could be used for this purpose. 

Councilman Woolsey suggested selling the Town’s water tank located in Meadow Hill and has not been in service for several years, for scrap metal to help pay for the repairs needed for the above project. 

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the request dated December 9, 2011, submitted by James Osborne, Town Engineer, to transfer $500,000.00 from the Interfund Transfer Budget Line to a new Capital Project for Cleaning and painting of the 1.8 MG Stewart Airport Water Storage Tank. Water Meter Programming
Mr. Osborne said the Town is currently only buying and installing radio read meters. There are approximately 40 to 50 in the water system and Orchard Hills is supplied solely radio read meters.  The Town authorized the Receiver of Taxes Office software vender to write a patch program that interfaces between the Badger System and the system they are currently using. Route and sequence numbers had to be put into the current program. Mr. Osborne found an excel 
spread sheet that lists all of the accounts, page numbers and book numbers for each book at the Water Department.  The Receiver of Taxes has to ask her software provider to write a program to read the excel spread sheet and transfer the information into their software program. There is an additional estimate from the vender for $600.00 to write this program. 

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to authorize Software Consulting, located in Red Hook, New York, to write an additional program, for the Receiver of Taxes Office, to read the excel sheet program at the Water Department and transfer the information to the Receiver of Taxes computer program, for a cost not to exceed $600.00. The funds will be withdrawn from the Water Budget. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

DAT Water Treatment Plant:  Release for Membrane Filter Fabrication
Mr. Osborne said Siemens Industry, Inc. Water Technologies Business Unit, located in Lowell, MA, is the manufacturer for the membrane micro filtration process at the Delaware Aqueduct Tap Water Treatment Plant who saved the Town a significant amount of money. The general contractor is responsible for coordinating the delivery and installation of the equipment. There is a clause in the Siemens contract that the Town has to release the fabrication by this month to insure installation in the facility by July 2012. 
MOTION was made by Councilman Bello to authorize Siemens Industry, Inc. Water Technologies Business Unit, located in Lowell, MA, to proceed with the manufacturer of goods in accordance with contract no. 1 for the procurement of goods and special services for the membrane micro filtration process at the Delaware Aqueduct Tap Water Treatment Plant. The beam will be tied into an existing concert foundation. Once the beam ties all of the components together the barriers will be pushed back to the white line.
