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Councilwoman Greene said it was suggested that the Town of Newburgh change the adoption fees for animals at the Town Animal Shelter. The fees that were recommended are as follows:
· $40.00 to adopt a cat or kitten

· $50.00 to adopt a puppy

· $30.00 to adopt any than a puppy except for a senior dog adopted by a person 65 of age or older.
· Zero amount for any senior dog adopted by a person 65 years or older. 

Deputy Supervisor Piaquadio said there will a fee of $22.50 for inoculations that are needed. 

Mr. Taylor said currently the Planning, Zoning and Building Fees are $250.00 for a short form a $1,000.00 for a long form. The State Environmental Quality Review Act suggested Town Municipal Codes amend the fees as follows:

· Short Environmental Assessment form
$1,000.00

· Long Environmental Assessment form

· Environmental Impact Statement

  7,500.00

· Inspection fee for subdivisions:

Mr. Taylor said the long and short form would be charged on an hourly basis and a refund will be given to those who do not meet the allotted time.

Mr. Taylor said the Town Board took several actions for the application for rezoning the land located on Boulder Road and Putnam Street. These two roads abut the Colandrea Sunshine Ford dealership located on Route 17K. The applications included the proposed conveyance of a section of Boulder Road that runs between two residential properties to the end of the dealership and an easement for an existing water line.

9. ASSESSOR:  Tax Certiorari (Cirigiamo) Route 32 Block Buster Building

Mr. Taylor said this settlement provides for a reduction in the assessed value on tax parcel 75-1-10.31 for 2010, 2011, 2012 and 2013 by $29,600.00 from $249,600.00 to $220,000.00. No reduction is given to that lot for 2009. For tax parcel 75-1-30, the reductions are as follows. For 2009 by $150,000.00 from $600,000.00 to $450,000.00 for 2010 by $100,000.00 from $600,000.00 to $500,000.00: for 2011, by $80,000.00 from $600,000.00 to $520,000.00: for 2012, by $150,000.00 from $600,000.00 to $450,000.00 and for 2013 by $200,000.00 from $600,000.00 to $400,000.00. The refund liability for the Town, not including Special Districts and the Fire District, for the reductions will be approximately $9,199.60.
