      Meeting called to order at 7:15 p.m.

Supervisor Piaquadio announced that the sole purpose of this special meeting is to conduct a Public Hearing on a proposed new local law to amend the Schedule of Fees in order to alter application fees to the Zoning Board of Appeals.   The new fees will go into effect on January 1, 2017.

Supervisor Piaquadio asked Town Clerk Zarutskie if the necessary steps have been taken in order to comply with New York State law relative to conducting a public hearing.   Mr. Zarutskie replied that official notice of this public hearing has been posted both on the Town Hall Bulletin Board and on the Town’s official web site since Monday, December 5.  A legal ad regarding this public hearing appeared in The Mid Hudson Times on Wednesday, December 7 and in The Sentinel on Friday, December 9.  These actions fulfill the legal requirements to conduct a public hearing in New York State.

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to open the Public Hearing at 7:15 p.m.  The Motion was seconded by Councilman Manley.

(a) Area Variance for Single and Two Family Residential Use and Accessory use thereto: $250.00

(b) Use Variance for Single and Two Family Residential Use and Accessory use thereto: $250.00

(c) All other Area Variances:  $500.000
(d) All other Use Variances:  $750.00

(e) Special Permits:  $150.00 and ZBA Interpretation of Code:  $250.00
(f) Appeal of Code Compliance Determination: $250
Additionally, a $50.00 public hearing publication fee will be charged for all applications requiring a public hearing, and for those proceedings for which a court reporter is used, the applicant shall pay the costs of transcriptions.

Supervisor Piaquadio asked if any member of the public wishes to comment or ask questions. There were no comments or questions.
