            Town Engineer James Osborne presented a letter from Henningson, Durham 
            and Richardson Architecture and Engineering (HDC) where HDC is recommending

            that the Town procure a rental service agreement with a membrane filtration 

            manufacturer prior to bidding of the Chadwick Lake Filter Plant Resiliency 

            Improvement project. This will allow the contract bid documents to specify the 

            system to be installed for the Aqueduct shutdown. This action will ensure that the 

            manufacturer’s system tested during startup is the same as the one used during the 

            actual Aqueduct shutdown thus avoiding any potential problems. HDR’s fee to prepare 

            drawings and specifications to assist the Town in procuring a rental service

            agreement with a membrane trailer manufacturing will be $15,000.
