5.
APPROVAL OF AUDIT

MOTION was made by Councilman Bello to approve this audit in the amount of $1,151,932.91, with no exceptions. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

6. PUBLIC HEARING ORDER:  Caitlyn’s Way Drainage District

Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, said the Town Board has received a petition signed by C & C Inc., the sole property owner of the property within the boundaries of the proposed Caitlyn’s Way Drainage District. A Map Plan and Report was prepared by the engineering firm of Valdina-Marti who is located in Newburgh, New York. The improvements will be installed by the developer at no cost to the Town. Upon the completion of the sub-division improvements they will be proposed for dedication to the Town of Newburgh and the district would then take over the responsibilities of the drainage district. The total estimated annual cost is $1,690.00 at an estimated yearly cost of $150.00 per lot. 

Mr. Valdina advised the Town Board that prior to the meeting the following were addressed:

· There will be fencing around the detention basin

· The boundary of the detention basin lot will be shifted to encompass the entire detention basin and its landscaping 

Councilman Woolsey asked if Caitlyn’s Way Drainage District deviates from prior Town practices. 
James Osborne, Town Engineer, said the correction of the lot line, which allows all of the facilities to be located on a Town lot, conforms to the past practices of the Town. 
Councilwoman Greene asked if this drainage district will have easy access for cleanup. 
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Mr. Osborne said the lot and the pond are adjacent to the road which will enable easy access. 

Mr. Taylor said there will also be an easy flow to Gidney Town Creek as well as a flow toward the detention basin. He then reviewed the map of the drainage district with the Town Board. 

MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to approve the Resolution for the Order of Town Board Calling Public Hearing on January 22, 2013 @ 7:15 p.m. in the Matter of the Establishment of the Caitlyn’s Way Subdivision Drainage District of the Town of Newburgh, Orange County, New York Pursuant Article 12 of the Town Law. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello. 

DISCUSSION: Mr. Valdina will show the fencing around the detention basin and the shifting of the boundary to encompass the entire detention basin and its landscaping on the new set of maps prior to the public hearing. This matter will also have to be brought back to the Planning Board.

A.        VHB Professional Services
Supervisor Booth said David Smith submitted an invoice for “use mapping services” for Adult Oriented Businesses. 

MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the voucher dated 11/30/12, in the amount of $2,494.00, submitted by VHB Engineering, Surveying and Landscape Architecture, P.C. located in Watertown, MA. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

B.        Petition for Zoning Change Nella’s Nest North

Supervisor Booth said John Cappello from the law office of Jacobowitz and Gubits and is representing Nellas Nest North Corp which is of Roberts Roofing. They are requesting an amendment of the Town of Newburgh Zoning Code to permit storage buildings of up to 50% the size of the principal building as accessory uses to professional offices in the IB Zoning District. 
Mark Taylor said this property is located in the IB District and contains a professional office building. The applicant is requesting to have the IB District Regulations changed to match the B District Regulations that apply to office buildings. In the B District, office buildings can have storage buildings up to 50 % of the area of the principal building as an accessory/building use to the office building. In the IB District the Town does not have a similar alliance for storage buildings.  

Councilman Piaquadio pointed out that the IB District is for heavier industrial businesses. Mr. Piaquadio asked if this change is for storage containers or sheds. 
Councilwoman Greene clarified that this zoning change will be for the entire IB Districts in the Town of Newburgh. 
Councilman Woolsey asked to review the ZBA minutes and their decision before discussing this matter further. All of the Board Members agreed.  
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12. ENGINEER:  Water Supply Budget Transfer
James Osborne, Town Engineer, said he is requesting a budget transfer from the Interfund account to the Steward Airport Water Storage Tank Capital Account. The transfer is for all of the money remaining in the Interfund Account to date. The cost estimates to paint this 1.8 million gallon storage tank range from 55 to 75 cents per gallon. The Town will add an addition $800,073.00 to the Capital Account which still will not fully fund this project. 

Councilwoman Greene asked if the storage tank will be painted on the inside and the outside. 

Mr. Osborne said at this point yes. 

MOTION was made by Councilman Bello to approve the water supply budget transfer request dated December 20, 2012, submitted by James Osborne, Town Engineer as follows:

(Add ON) HIGHWAY TRUCK BID
Mr. Taylor said the State Competitive Bidding Law has recently been amended to allow Towns to piggyback on other municipalities competitive bid awarder or contract as long as the bid or contract met the following:

· the municipality used the Federal Governments competitive bidding process and adhered to State Law requirements

· the bid award or contract states it would be available to other municipalities

There was a bid awarded in one of the upstate counties with a favorable bid price for trucks that are the same as what the Town of Newburgh Highway Department is interested in purchasing. 

Mr. Taylor said he is not certain if the second qualification to award the bid to other municipalities was met. He is not sure if it is a new provision or if it was just enacted in the 2011 – 2012 legislation session. Presently there is not a lot of guidance as to whether or not the second qualification has to be part of the bid or contract or whether the bidder and the awarded municipality could later say to other municipalities they could piggyback onto their bid.        

Councilwoman Greene suggested that Mr. Taylor contact the Association of Towns to find out if they have any information regarding this matter. 
Mr. Taylor suggested having a special meeting to discuss this matter.
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MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to roll the funds budgeted in 2012 for the Highway Truck into a 2013 Capital Project. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene.
