Mr. James T. DeWinter, Jr., PE, of Eustance & Horowitz, PC presented the 
Board with a revised site plan for the Chesterfield Court Subdivision. The 
Orange Lake Fire District’s Board of Fire Commissioners agreed the three 
driveways at the rear of the subdivision could pose a problem for fire apparatus 
to negotiate because of the incline and curvature of 
the driveways.

The second stipulation is the preservation of the turn around as shown on the of 
map at the point where the three driveways separate from the common 
driveway. The third stipulation is the fire hydrant at the point where the three 
driveways split from the common driveway and the grant of appropriate right 
away easement to the town with respect to the utilities.
