6. PUBLIC HEARING (7:00 P.M.):  A Local Law Amending Chapter 104 Entitled
    “Schedule of Fees” of the Code of the Town of Newburgh: Sewer Rates

    Effective January 1, 2018.
    Supervisor Piaquadio asked Town Clerk Andrew Zarutskie if all of the proper                    

    postings and publications were completed. Town Clerk Zarutskie said notice 
    of this meeting had been posted in the lobby on December 14th  and on the 
    Town’s website since December 15th.   It was advertised in the Mid Hudson Times              
    on December 20, 2017 and in the Orange County Post on  December 15, 2017. 
    This complies with all of the requirements for a Public  Hearing under New York  
    State Law.
    MOTION was made at 7:10 p.m. by Councilman Presutti to open the Public Hearing.            
    The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

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    Town Engineer James Osborne read off the following new sewer rates for 2018. 

a. Crossroads Consolidated Sewer District: $5.54 per 1,000 gallons of metered

                 water use.

b. Nob Hill Sewer District: $0.0082 per gallon of metered water use.
    $36.00 continues to be specified as the minimum sewer operating and maintenance charge

    per quarter for the Crosswords Consolidated Sewer District and the Nob Hill Sewer

    District.


c. Roseton Hills Sewer District: The combined operation and maintenance

                 and facility charge is $116.00 per each residential dwelling unit, whether or


    not an apartment or condominium on each parcel as listed on the latest 

                 completed Assessment Roll of the Town per quarter. This represents an
                 increase of $20 per quarter. This increase will offset the construction costs

    
    of the new pumping station for this sewer district.

     William Fetter of Rockwood Drive wanted to confirm that the increase in the sewer
     rate for Rockwood Drive is 15%. Town Engineer James Osborne confirmed

     this is correct since Rockwood Drive is served by the Crossroads Consolidated

     Sewer District. James Osborne also indicated that the new rates were derived from
     the prior year’s actual expenses plus some buffer.

8. PLANNING BOARD: Mobilite

    Paul Costa, Permitting Manager of Mobilitie, made a presentation to the Board
    proposing the construction of a small cell site on Orr Avenue in the Town of

    Newburgh. A small cell site accommodates cell service in the area by accepting

    peripheral cell activity when the main cell sites become overwhelmed with activity

    at peak periods. This offloading from the main site to the small site enhances cell
    phone performance. The site is being built for Sprint and it involves attaching 

    equipment to an existing Central Hudson utility pole. There will be no trenching and
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    no digging required. This proposal was presented to the Town of Newburgh

    Planning Board in October, 2017 and is scheduled for a Public Hearing in

    January, 2018. However, because the tower is in the Town’s right of way,

    a franchise agreement needs to be arranged with the Town Board.  Town Supervisor

    Gil Piaquadio and Attorney for the Town Mark Taylor advised Mr. Costa that

    the Town will be seeking a “most favorite municipality” clause in the franchise

    agreement to guarantee that the Town will be paid the highest rates in comparison
    to similar municipalities as other carriers begin to enter the area.

     a. Provide NYS Grade 2A Certified Operators and technicians as needed.
     b. Provide daily site visits to the facilities to insure their proper operation and
         maintenance.

     c. Perform in-house laboratory analyses for process control and to satisfy

         regulatory requirements.

     d. Collect and transport the required samples to a New York State certified 
          laboratory for analysis.

     e. Recommend, coordinate, and supervise other services performed by

         independent contractors.

     f. Perform routine preventative maintenance duties as per manufacturer’s

         recommendations.

     g. Maintain 24 hour per day emergency communications and coverage of the

         facilities.

     h. Complete and submit the proper monthly monitoring reports to the New

          York State Department of Environmental Conservation
     i. Maintain general liability, professional liability and pollution liability insurance

        coverages.

     j. No additional costs for emergencies, overtime work, or additional staffing.

     k. JCO is responsible for grounds maintenance.

     JCO proposed cost is $2,750 per month on a three year agreement with
     each party having the right to cancel in writing.

a. McGoey, Hauser, and Edsall Consulting Engineers (MHE) have confirmed that
                 all disturbed areas have been stabilized with permanent vegetation.

    
b. As-Built drawings of the permanent Stormwater and Pollution Prevention

        
     measures have been submitted and all issues have been satisfied.

c. Verification of the landscaping installation has not been received and

    cancellation of the Letter of Credit removes the landscaping maintenance


    security.
          Based on these issues, it is recommended that the stormwater security be 

          released for $212,694.00. But as the two year survival period for landscaping 

          has not expired, a security for landscaping maintenance needs to be maintained

          in the amount of $41,018.75 which is one half the original face amount of the

          issued Letter of Credit. Attorney for the Town Mark Taylor indicated that this
          amount will be considered sufficient for purposes of a maintenance security

          amount based on correspondence between the Town and KIA’s consultants.
