ANY EXISTING UTILITIES LOCATED AND MARKED AT LEAST TWO FULL WORKING DAYS PRIOR TO ANY EXCAVATION, BLASTING

OR DRILLING. NON-MEMBER UTILITIES MUST BE CONTACTED SEPARATELY.

ALL WORK TO BE DONE IN ACCORDANCE WITH STANDARDS SET FORTH IN "NEW YORK STATE STANDARDS AND SPECIFICATIONS
FOR EROSION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL," LATEST EDITION, PREPARED BY THE USDA SOIL CONSERVATION SERVICE.

THE SMALLEST PRACTICAL AREA OF LAND IS TO BE EXPOSED AT ANY ONE TIME DURING THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE PARCEL.
ONLY THOSE AREAS NECESSARY IN THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE PARCEL SHALL BE DISTURBED. WHENEVER FEASIBLE, THE
NATURAL VEGETATION IN ALL OTHER AREAS SHALL BE PROTECTED AND RETAINED. THE TOTAL SOIL EXPOSURE PROPOSED

IS APPROXIMATELY 2.3 ACRES. (SOIL EXPOSURE SHALL BE LIMITED TO LESS THAN FIVE ACRES TOTAL.)

. ALL SOIL EROSION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL PRACTICES ARE TO BE INSTALLED PRIOR TO ANY MAJOR SOIL DISTURBANCE, OR

IN THEIR PROPER SEQUENCE AND MAINTAINED UNTIL PERMANENT PROTECTION IS ESTABLISHED.

. THE CONTRACTOR IS RESPONSIBLE FOR MAINTAINING ALL PERMANENT EROSION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL MEASURES DURING

CONSTRUCTION. THE PROPERTY OWNER WILL ASSUME THIS RESPONSIBILITY AFTER CONSTRUCTION IS COMPLETED AND
CERTIFICATES OF OCCUPANCY ARE ISSUED.

. ALL EXCAVATED EARTH AND ACCUMULATED SEDIMENT NOT USED AS FILL SHALL BE HAULED OFF SITE AND DISPOSED OF PROPERLY.
. INITIAL CLEARING AND EARTH DISTURBANCE SHALL BE LIMITED TO THAT NECESSARY TO INSTALL SEDIMENT MEASURES. EXCA-

VATION FOR FOOTINGS, CLEARING OR OTHER EARTH DISTURBANCE MAY ONLY TAKE PLACE AFTER SEDIMENT AND EROSION
CONTROL MEASURES ARE INSTALLED.

. THE PERMANENT DRIVEWAY OR ENTRANCE LOCATION SHALL BE USED AS A STABILIZED CONSTRUCTION ENTRANCE. ALL

VEHICULAR TRAFFIC ONTO THE SITE SHALL USE THIS STABILIZED CONSTRUCTION ENTRANCE. TWO-INCH STONE SHALL BE
PLACED AT A MINIMUM 6 INCH DEPTH, 30 FEET LONG AND 12 FEET WIDE. THE ENTRANCE SHALL BE TOP DRESSED WITH STONE

AS NECESSARY TO PREVENT TRACKING OF SEDIMENT ONTO PUBLIC ROADS OR RIGHT-OF-WAYS. SEDIMENT TRACKED ONTO
PUBLIC ROADS MUST BE REMOVED OR CLEANED ON A DAILY BASIS.

AT ANY LOCATION WHERE SURFACE RUNOFF FROM DISTURBED OR GRADED AREAS MAY FLOW OFF THE CONSTRUCTION AREA,
SEDIMENT CONTROL MEASURES MUST BE INSTALLED, INCLUDING A SILT FENCE OR STRAW BALES, TO PREVENT SEDIMENT FROM
BEING TRANSPORTED OFF SITE. NO GRADING, FILLING OR OTHER DISTURBANCES IS ALLOWED WITHIN EXISTING DRAINAGE SWALES.
ALL MATERIALS ORIGINATING FROM THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE LOT AND PUBLIC RIGHT-OF-WAY SHALL BE REMOVED IMMEDIATELY
TO AN ACCEPTABLE DISPOSAL FACILITY. NO CONSTRUCTION DEBRIS SHALL BE BURIED ON SITE. ALL LOOSE MATERIALS SHALL BE
REGULARY COLLECTED TO PREVENT THE RELEASE OF FLOATABLES DURING STORM EVENTS.

DUST TO BE CONTROLLED AS NEEDED BY WETTING THE SURFACE.

HEAVY EQUIPMENT SHALL NOT ENTER YTHE WETLAND AREAS.

SILT FENCE SHALL BE PLACED AROUND THE PERIMETER OF ANY STOCKPILES AS THEY ARE CREATED. MULCH STOCKPILES WHEN
NOT IN USE.

10. STABILIZATION:

FOLLOWING INITIAL SOIL DISTURBANCE AND REDISTURBANCE, PERMANENT OR TEMPORARY STABILIZATION SHALL BE COMPLETED

WITHIN:

A. SEVEN CALENDAR DAYS FROM THE TIME THAT THE SOIL IS INITIALLY DISTURBED, AND BEFORE ANY SIGNIFICANT STORM
EVENT WHICH MAY HAVE A POTENTIAL TO CAUSE EROSION, BUT NOT TO EXCEED SEVEN DAYS FROM INITIAL DISTURBANCE.

B. FOURTEEN CALENDAR DAYS FOR ALL APPROVED STOCK PILES AND OTHER DISTURBED AND GRADED AREAS PROVIDED
CONSTRUCTION GRADING ACTIVITY IS NOT CONTINUALLY ON GOING IN THESE LOCATIONS.

C. PERMANENT VEGETATION SHALL BE INSTALLED ON ALL EXPOSED AREAS WITHIN 14 DAYS OF FINAL GRADING. MULCH SHALL
BE USED AS NECESSARY FOR PROTECTION UNTIL PERMANENT VEGETATION IS ESTABLISHED.

D. SEEDING AND MULCHING SHALL BE DONE IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE STANDARDS SET FORTH IN "NEW YORK STATE STANDARDS
AND SPECIFICATION FOR EROISON AND SEDIMENT CONTROL", LATEST EDITION, PREPARED BY THE USDA SOIL CONSERVATION
SERVICE.

E. IMMEDIATELY FOLLOWING SITE DISTUBANCE OR ROUGH GRADING ANY CRITICAL AREA (l.E. STEEP SLOPES SHALL BE STABILIZED
WITH TEMPORAY VEGETATION, EMULSION AND/OR EROSION CONTROL FABRICS AS NECESSARY.

MAINTENANCE:

A. ALL EROSION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL MEASURES ARE TO BE PERIODICALLY INSPECTED, MAINTAINED AND REPLACED WHEN
THEY BECOME INOPERABLE. INSPECTIONS TO BE DONE IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE STANDARDS SET FORTH IN "NEW YORK
STATE STANDARDS AND SPECIFICATIONS FOR EROSION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL," LATEST EDITION PREPARED BY THE USDA
SOIL CONSERVATION SERVICE.

B. SEDIMENT TO BE REMOVED FROM THE SILT FENCE WHEN THE DEPTH OF SEDIMENT IS 1/3 THE HEIGHT OF THE BARRIER. THE
SILT FENCE SHOULD BE CHECKED FOR AREAS WHERE RUNOFF MIGHT HAVE ERODED BENEATH THE FENCE, SAGS IN THE FENCE
OR FENCE COLLAPSE. REPAIR AND REPLACE AS NEEDED. AFTER SITE STABILIZATION, REMOVE SILT FENCE AND DISPOSE OF IT
PROPERLY.

C. INSPECT MULCHED AREAS FOR AREAS WHERE THE MULCH HAS BEEN LOOSENED OR REMOVED, AND REPLACE AS NEEDED.
REMOVE ANY ANCHORING WHEN IT IS NO LONGER NEEDED AND DISPOSE OF IT PROPERLY.

D. INSPECT SEEDED AREAS TO SEE IF GOOD GROWTH IS BEING ESTABLISHED AND RESEED AS NEEDED.

E. INSPECT THE CONSTRUCTION ENTRANCE REGULARLY AND AFTER HIGH TRAFFIC VOLUMES AND STORM EVENTS. APPLY
ADDITIONAL STONE AND CLEAN ROADWAY AS NEEDED.
