7.    Greenshire Way Highway Improvement
      Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town of Newburgh, explained this resolution.  

      This resolution makes certain determinations and adopts plans, specifications, 
      estimates and a proposed contract for the construction of street improvements for 
      Greenshire Way, Greenshire Way Extension and Shire Ridge Court.  This is not an 
      award of the contract.  This is required under Town law because the Board, after the 
      initial Public Hearing, found and made a determination that the cost set forth in the 
      petition signed by the owners was insufficient, held an additional Public Hearing and 
      a new estimated cost was determined.  Adoption of the findings resolution is required 
      by the Town and it is subject to permissive referendum.  
      MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to adopt the Resolution Making 

      Certain Determinations and Adopting Plans, Specifications, Estimate and Proposed 

      Contract for the Construction of Street Improvements for Greenshire Way, 

      Greenshire Way Extension and Shire Ridge Court after Further Public Hearing 

      Pursuant to Town Law Section 200(10) Where Engineer’s Cost Exceeded Amount 

      Stated in Petition, seconded by Councilman Benedict.

      Berardinelli as a seasonal Animal Control Officer, while Gina Mucci is on maternity 

      leave.  The rate of pay is $10.00 per hour, with a starting date of April 6, 2006.  

      Roseanne Smith, Administrative Assistant, has sent her approval pending the required 

      fingerprint check.

      b. Rabies Vaccination of Seasonal Animal Control Officer

      This is a request from Mary Meyer, Animal Control Supervisor, to have Ann 

      Berardinelli receive three (3) pre-exposure rabies vaccinations over a 21 day period.  

      The cost for each is $145.00 for a total of $435.00.  Ms. Berardinelli would have to 

      receive a prescription from Medicus prior to receiving the vaccinations which would 

      cost $80.00 and her fingerprints will cost $75.00 for a grand total of $590.00.  Mrs. 
      Meyers explained that Mrs. Berardinelli is covered under her husband’s insurance so 

      she will receive the prescription from her own physician and pay only her co-pay, 

      which will save the Town some money.
      MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the expenditure of $590.00 
      for vaccinations, prescription and fingerprint, seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

Jim Osborne, Town Engineer, explained that 

      when the Town undertakes certain drainage projects, this kind of data would be 

      helpful for certain areas where it would preclude site specific survey if the data is 

      clear enough.
