5.    Public Hearing:  (Scheduled for 7:00 P.M.)  Local Law Establishing Department 

      of Parks, Recreation and Conservation

      Supervisor Booth asked Mr. Zarutskie, Town Clerk if all the legal advertising posting 

      requirements have been met.   Mr. Zarutskie said notice was posted in Town Hall 

      since June 3, 2005, advertised in the Sentinel on June 3, 2005 and in the Mid Hudson 

      Times on June 8, 2005.

      MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to open the Public Hearing at 7:05 

      P.M., seconded by Councilman Benedict.  
      VOTE:  Mr. Woolsey – absent; Mr. Benedict – aye; Mr. Manley – aye; Mr. 

      Piaquadio – aye; Mr. Booth – aye.  Motion passed 4 ayes – 1 nay.
      Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, explained that this Public Hearing is to establish 
      a Department of Parks, Recreation and Conservation.  The Local Law provides for 
      the creation of a position of Commissioner, the establishment of a new 

      department and a transfer of the current Recreation Department into the new 

      department, with all employees to continue with the same classifications, pension and 

      retirement rights as immediately prior to the transfer.  The funds will be coming from 

      the Water Fund at 40% and the General Fund at 60%.  Councilman Piaquadio said 
      that this will add security to the lake since it is part of  our drinking supply.  
      Councilman Manley explained that the Commissioner will help preserve open space 
      and look into acquiring more.  Councilman Benedict had no comment.
      Supervisor Booth opened the floor to the public.

7.    Planning Board:

      1. Pinnacle Subdivision Cul-de-sac Waiver

       Greg Shaw, Consulting Engineer, for Gerald Kreisberg, Pinnacle of Hudson, Inc., 
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      came forward for this item.  Mr. Shaw is requesting a cul-de-sac waiver of 1463 feet 

      which is 563 feet longer than the required 900 feet.  The Planning Board has given 

      their conceptual approval and Jim Osborne, Town Engineer, has no objections.  
      Councilman Manley would like to have comments from the Middlehope Fire 
      Department, Highway Superintendent and the School District before they come to the 

      Town Board.   Mr. Shaw was asked to get the information together before Monday 

      night’s meeting. 
      2. Mountain Lake Road Waiver

      This request has been in front of us for some time now.  This is a request for a 12% 

      grade which will help preserve the tree line.  The applicant was in attendance and 
      explained that his company will comply with anything the Town Board requests.  If 

      sidewalks and curbs become a requirement, then the applicant said they will 

      comply with no problem.  

      MOTION was made by Councilman Benedict to approve the waiver from the road 

      specs to be 12%, seconded by Councilman Manley.

8.    Engineering:

      1.  Diamond Court Highway Improvement Area

      Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, explained this item.  Under the prior 

      Administration, we had gone through a Public Hearing for Diamond Court and it has 

      been a long time.  At this juncture, the costs of the project have increased 
      substantially from what was originally estimated.  Prior to moving forward with the 
      establishment of a Highway Improvement area for Diamond Court, another Public 
      Hearing with the cost increase is recommended.  Notice of this Public Hearing will be 
      mailed to the owners, posted in Town Hall and published in the Town’s official 
      newspapers.  Mr. Taylor recommends the Public Hearing to be held in July.  
      Supervisor Booth suggested having the Public Hearing on Monday, July 25, 
      2005 at 7:00 P.M.  There needs to be a ten day window for publication.
      MOTION was made by Councilman Manley to schedule the Public Hearing for 

      the Diamond Court Highway Improvement Area for Monday, July 25, 2005 at 7:00 
      P.M., seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.
      VOTE:  Mr. Woolsey – absent; Mr. Benedict – aye; Mr. Manley – aye; Mr. Piaquadio

      2.  Meadow Hill Road Drainage Improvements

      This is a request to go out to bid for the Meadow Hill Road Drainage Improvement.  

      Jim Osborne, Town Engineer, has received one easement already and is meeting with 

      another property owner on Friday.  We have a grant for $150,000.00 which we need 

      to utilize because the deadline is coming up.  Mr. Osborne would like to advertise in 
      the Sentinel on June 21, 2005 and in the Mid Hudson Times on June 22, 2005.  He 

      would like to have the bid opening on July 20, 2005 at 2:00, award the contract on 

      July 25, 2005, and conduct the contract signing on August 4, 2005 at 10:00 a.m.  
      MOTION was made by Councilman Manley to approve the above bid opening 

      schedule, seconded by Councilman Benedict.

      3. Town Hall Addition & Alterations

      This is a request from Jim Osborne, Town Engineer, to approve the proposal 
      from QuES&T, Inc. for the asbestos abatement monitoring for the asbestos 
      removal in two areas.  This is New York State law.  The first is the Town Clerk’s 
      Office scheduled for June 20-24, 2005 and the second is the Assessor / Receiver of 
      Taxes, schedule will be determined later.  The cost for the proposed monitoring 
      services for the Town Clerk’s office is $2,700.00 and for the Assessor / Receiver 
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      $3,580.00.  The Board would like to just approve the Town Clerk’s Office for now.  
      MOTION was made by Councilman Benedict to approve the monitoring service from 

      QuES&T, Inc. for the Town Clerk’s Office at a cost of $2,700.00 to be taken out of 

      the Town Hall Expansion Fund, seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

      – aye; Mr. Booth – aye.  Motion passed 3 ayes – 1 nay - 1 absent.
9.    Grant Applications

      Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, explained this item.  There are several grants 

      that need to be acted upon.  The first grant is the submission for the Orange County 

      Planning Grant Program which has a deadline of Friday, June 17, 2005.  There are 
      grants available up to $7,000.00.  Mr. Taylor suggests the grant be for the Design 

      Guidelines Handbook that was suggested in the Comprehensive Plan Update in 

      February.  He was advised that David Church might consider an application for 

      additional funding for the Hudson River Greenway Connector Trail.  It is up to the 

      Board which one you feel is more important.  Mr. Taylor explained to the Board that 

      with the Greenway Grant, you would have to match the funding. 

      MOTION was made by Councilman Manley to authorize the Supervisor to have  

      Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, execute the proper paperwork to be processed 

      for the Design Guidelines Handbook grant, seconded by Councilman Benedict. 
      VOTE:  Mr. Woolsey – absent; Mr. Benedict – aye; Mr. Manley – aye; Mr. Piaquadio 

      - aye; Mr. Booth – aye.  Motion passed 4 ayes – 1 absent.      
      Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, explained that there is a State Hudson River 

      Estuary Grant Program available.  This grant is for financial assistance for 

      open space planning and submission is June 30, 2005.  This is one of the elements 

      that you had authorized Saccardi & Schiff to submit proposals for.  Mr. Taylor is 
      looking for authorization to go ahead and proceed with the preparation of a grant for 
      open space plan.  We will contact Shingebiss and if they can not act on this grant, Mr. 

      Taylor will have the resolution ready for Monday night so the Board can act on it. 
      Mr. Taylor said there is another grant available which has a deadline of June 30, 

      2005.  The grant is Parks and Development, which provides for the improvement of 

      parks.  The Board would like Shingebiss to pursue this grant.
      Councilman Manley said this is one of the reasons we needs a Commissioner of 

      Parks, Recreation and Conservation.  This person would be able to apply for these 

      grants in a timely matter.

      Mr. Taylor said there is a grant for Parkland Acquisition, but he doesn’t think the 

      Board could find something within the next two weeks.  Councilman Manley would 

      like to speak with Mr. Taylor privately on this matter.  Mr. Taylor explained that the 

      Board would have to act on it on Monday in order to meet the deadline. 
      Mr. Taylor explained that there is a grant for Waterfront Revitalization.  This would 

      be limited to the Hudson River and he feels there probably is nothing in the Town to 

      fit this grant.
