1. Adjoiners Notices must be sent out after this meeting. 
 

2. The project proposes a 5,000 square foot motor vehicle repair facility 3.2 +/- acre parcel of 
property located off NYS Route 747 International Blvd.  The title for Drury Lane should be 
removed as Drury Lane exists in its original location east of the project site. 
 

3. The project is located at the Town of Montgomery, Town of Newburgh line.  Orange County 
Planning review for that reason, as well as state highway is required.  Town of Montgomery will 
be notified prior to the Public Hearing. 
 

4. NYSDEC Wetland Validation Stamp should be added to the plans with appropriate DEC 
signatures confirming  the location of the wetlands. 
 

5. Notes should be added to the plans for demolition permit prior to removal of the existing 
structure. 
 

6. Based on the size of the structure a fire suppression sprinkler system will be required.   
 

7. NYSDOT approval for the access drive is required.  
 

8. Project is subject to ARB approval. 
 

9. Town of Newburgh design guidelines restrict parking in front of structure.  Mitigation measures 
are often reviewed by Planning Board.  Walls or similar landscaping features were reviewed in 
the past.  Signage should be addressed on the plans. 
 

10. Limits of disturbance should be depicted on the plans with calculations supporting disturbance 
amount.  Currently the EAF identifies limits of disturbance at .61 acres. 
 

11. The EAF identifies the project site in close proximity to a historic structure.  Office of Parks, 
Recreation and Historic Preservation will be included in the lead agency circulation.

14. Confirmation of the number of employees for basis of the sanitary sewer design should be 
determined.  Five truck bay repair shop is proposed only 5 employees are identified.  It is 
unclear if the building contains office staff or other support office uses, which should be 
incorporated into the subsurface sanitary sewer disposal design.

Such amount shall be reasonably related to the costs attendant 

to the Town’s review of the application as of the effective date 

of this local law. Under no circumstances shall the escrow 

include amounts attributable to any costs incurred by the Town 

prior to the effective date of this local law. 

(b) Once computed and established by Resolution of the Planning 

Board, the applicant shall, within fifteen (15) days of said 

resolution, post escrow fees with the Secretary of the Planning 

Board. Failure to deliver the said escrow fees may result in 

delay of the further processing of the application.
