5.    Resolution:  Authorizing the Establishment of a Trust and Agency Account

      Supervisor Booth explained that this resolution is to establish a Trust and Agency 

      Account for outstanding tax overpayments, penalties, interest, returned check fees 

      and outstanding sewer district bond overpayments.  Councilman Woolsey asked what 
      amount is in question and Supervisor Booth believes around $68,000.00 and 

      Councilwoman Greene said that the amount is in that neighborhood.  
      Councilwoman Greene explained that this account would be set up for people who 

      haven’t cashed their refund checks, a lot of whom are banks.  Councilwoman Greene 
      asked Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, if she should vote on this issue since it 
      includes funds collected when she was Receiver of Taxes.  Mr. Taylor said he doesn’t     

      see a conflict in regard to this particular action.  This simply establishes an account 
      where the monies are to be deposited.

      state bid) for thirty-seven phones a one year contract which now includes the 
      Highway Department and the Recreation Department.  This price includes all new 
      equipment and 3,600 minutes monthly.

      one year in the amount of $14,122.45, seconded by Councilman Woolsey.

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      c. Replacement Officer

      This is a request from Police Chief Charles Kehoe to hire an additional Police 
      Officer.  Supervisor Booth explained that a couple of weeks ago the Town Board 
      discussed the possibility of replacing the officer that is on special duty.  It will 

      actually be two officers, six months each.  We are being reimbursed from the state 

      for these monies.  Supervisor Booth got figures from Jackie Calarco, Town 

      Accountant.  Personal services for the Police Department is $4,560,221.00.  For half a 

      year it is $2,280,110.00.  To date (our twenty six week period) we have only utilized 

      $2,137,625.00.  This leaves us $142,000.00 in the black and the pace we are at right 

      now should give us $284,000.00 by the end of the year.  Police Chief Kehoe 
      explained that the base salary for an officer is $26,500.00, that includes the salary and 
      benefit package.  Councilwoman Greene asked if this officer will remain on into 2007 
      and if so, would the officers be included in the 2007 budget.  Supervisor Booth said 
      correct,  that just a projection to next year, we will be hiring at least one new officer 
      and this hire will be carried  over as one new officer.       
      MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to authorize Police Chief Kehoe to start 

      the hiring process for one new officer, seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

      time they only have one  HP4100 that can print checks because of the computer chip 

      installed in it to accommodate the graphics.  If the printer fails, they will not be able 
      to print checks.  At this time, Mrs. Calarco is requesting to purchase another HP4100 
      at a cost of $1,495.00.  The purchase of both will not exceed $3,000.00.  The monies, 
      if approved, should be taken out of the Computer Capital Reserve.

She explained that 
      years ago that is how the budget process worked.   She is worried about the fact that 
      the whole Board determines the budget for each department but the whole Board is 
      not privy to the background that each department head explains or is able to ask 
      questions.  Supervisor Booth said that is something we can think about because 
      all we need to do is schedule a special meeting. Councilman Woolsey said it will take 
      more time than it does now so maybe we can get a copy of each department’s budget 
      and this way each Councilmember can look over each department’s budget.  
      Councilwoman Greene said it is something to think about and she doesn’t expect to 
      have an answer tonight.  Supervisor Booth asked when did that process stop and she 

      said when George Bucci was Supervisor.  He was the one who initiated liaisons as 

      part of process.

12.   Performance Security:  Change for Nurseyman Guarantee

      Supervisor Booth explained that there is a site plan along 9W for which the Planning 
      Board had requested a Landscape Performance Security.  The applicant had come 
      back and asked us to accept a Nurseryman’s Guarantee.  Supervisor Booth said his 
      interpretation is that we weren’t comfortable with a Nurseryman’s Guarantee.  We 

      would like to take this out of our Code.  Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, 
      explained that in front of us is a proposed Local Law.  This would be an amendment 
      to the Code which will eliminate the Nurseryman’s Guarantee and substitutes 

      references to cash deposits and credit.  A Nurseryman’s Guarantee goes to a 

      Maintenance Security as opposed to a Performance Security after the landscaping is 

      installed.  This would also include new requirements with respect to the completion 
      of roads, utilities and drainage prior to the issuance of building permits.  Other 
      communities require this to be done first.  (Attached is the proposed Local Law.) Mr. 
      Osborne has reviewed this and we need Gerald Canfield, Code Compliance 
      Supervisor, Darrell Benedict, Highway Supervisor and Bill Puchalski, Water 
      Distribution Supervisor, to give their comments on this.  Supervisor Booth would 
      like the Town Board to look this over and come back with their comments as soon as 
      possible.  

13.   Employee Handbook:  Summer Camp Counselors

      Supervisor Booth explained that at our last meeting, we discussed the “Free Lunch” 

      for the Camp Chadwick Counselors, on which we did take action.  The suggestion 
      was forwarded to Michael Richardson, who has been working on our Employee 

      Handbook.  Mr. Richardson came back with the following to be implemented in our 
      Employee Handbook:  “Meal Periods:  Summer Camp Counselors – The provisions 
      set forth in part 502 of the Employee Handbook are not applicable to the Summer 
      Camp Counselors at the Chadwick Lake Facilities.  Such employee who works more  

      than six hours in a given day will receive a meal period not to exceed thirty minutes, 
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      which will be taken with camp participants in accordance with the needs and 
      requirements of the facility.”  Supervisor Booth explained that this has been in effect 
      since June 28, 2006 and now wishes to insert it into our handbook.
      MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to approve the implementation of the 

      Meal Periods for the summer camp counselors as described above, seconded by 

      Councilwoman Greene.

The change 

      order is in the amount of $15,129.60.

Councilman Woolsey asked if this is working 

      and Mr. Osborne said he feels it is but we really won’t know until we get to Meadow 

      Hill School and we start diverting the water through the Meadow Hill South drainage 

      system and Meadow Hill Road.

      Capital Project 8349.  The $60,000.00 was placed in the budget for the specific 
      purpose of funding this project.
      MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to authorize the transfer of $60,000.00 

      from the Interfund Line Item under the Algonquin Sewer District to the Capital 
      Project 8349, seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

      d. Colden Park

      Councilwoman Greene wanted to know what we were going to do about the property 

      owners who have sheds on the Colden Park sewer property that we are going to sell.
      She feels they should be sent a letter with our intent so they have time to take some 

      kind of action to either move or take down the sheds.  We wouldn’t be able to give a 

      clear title with all those encroachments.  Supervisor Booth said that was one of the 

      discussions about whether or not we were going to have them move them or offer 

      them conveyance.  The easiest way is for them to move the sheds.  Councilman 

      Woolsey feels we are getting into a can of worms by conveying and it makes for a lot 

      of work.  Supervisor Booth said we can send them something saying according to the 

      survey of the property, it appears your structure is encroaching on Town property and 

      we are anticipating selling it, so please move the structure within such a date.  

      Councilwoman Greene felt this would be a good time of year since it is the summer. 

      It would give the property owners a chance to move the sheds.  Supervisor Booth 
      asked Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, to prepare the letter for his signature.  Mr. 
      Taylor asked Jim Osborne, Town Engineer, if there is anything bigger than a shed on 
      the survey and he said besides sheds, there is a basketball court and a dog run.   

      Supervisor Booth said we are going to hear a lot of grumbling when these people 
      receive their letter.  Councilman Piaquadio asked if anyone could have acquired 
      rights by use and Mr. Taylor said no.  Supervisor Booth said that he has ordered a 
      new appraisal.  Councilman Woolsey said since we are in the mood to sell, why not 
      sell the Gunsch House before it deteriorates any more than it has.  Councilman 
      Piaquadio said that it is an excellent idea.  Mr. Taylor said if it is simply surplus 
      property of the water district there is no issue.  There is a funny arrangement up there, 
      where some of it is parkland owned by the water district and there are restrictions in 
      the sale of parkland.  You would need state approval once property is dedicated for 
      parkland use.  If the property is strictly water district there is no problem.  It’s not 
      even being used for water, it’s being used for storage.  Councilman Piaquadio asked 
     what would we do with all the records.  Councilman Woolsey said with the money we 
      get from the sale we could build a pole barn and store the records in there.  
      Councilwoman Greene said we could make it temperature controlled so we would be 
      preserving the records longer.  Councilwoman Greene asked if we ever got the 
      Records Management Grant and Supervisor Booth said we received $24,000.00.  He 
      has to inquire about that because he was under the impression we were going to get a 
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      lot more not only through Shingebiss but through the New York State Archives.  
      Councilman Woolsey said he was questioned by our outside auditor in reference to 
      these grants, specifically how much we paid out and if we received any grants.  
      Councilman Woolsey said he didn’t have the answers to give him.  Supervisor Booth 
      said we just received a grant in the amount of $371,000.00 for the property on Route 
      32 which Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town and Jim Osborne, Town Engineer, 
      helped to write.  Councilman Piaquadio said that while we were doing the inventory 
      control at the Gunsch house, only one thing was worth putting a sticker on.  There are 
      files that have to be gone through, and since we have a Records Management Clerk, 
      maybe she could let each department who has things stored there, know what can be 
      destroyed.  Councilwoman Greene said when she was Receiver of Taxes she had to 
      make arrangements with Les Cornell, Building & Grounds Supervisor to get files that 
      she needed.    
15.   City Map Project

      Supervisor Booth explained that he did get in touch with the Mayor of Utica and the 

      Village Clerk in Patchoque.  The Mayor of Utica was very skeptical at first and after 

      everything was approved he was pleasantly surprised with the results.  The Village 

      Clerk in Patchoque was also very satisfied.  Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, said 
      there is a question of the link to our website which in turn links to businesses who 
      advertise on the map.  The Board doesn’t feel that is appropriate, because it would 
      look like we are endorsing the businesses.  Supervisor Booth said if there was a link 
      from the map company to the business that would be better.  Councilman Piaquadio 
      brought up a fact that he was listening to a radio station in New York and they were 
      advertising a map and gave a list of the sponsors and Police Chief Kehoe was 
      mentioned.  Councilman Piaquadio said he called the Chief and asked him if he 
      endorsed this and he said a shipment of maps was delivered to the Police 
      Department and only half the Town is on it.  The Chief has no idea where they came 
      from or who authorized it.  Mr. Taylor said according to their letter they are 

      amenable to any changes and said he will go over the correspondence in depth and 

      call Dick Dean, the representative who sent the correspondence to us.  He will have 

      some kind of answer for the next meeting.
