4.    Approval of Audit

      MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the Audit in the amount of 
      $675,206.11, seconded by Councilman Manley.  
      MOTION was made by Councilman Manley to amend the motion to exempt vouchers 

      1795 and 1732, seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

      VOTE:  Mr. Woolsey – aye; Mr. Benedict – aye; Mr. Manley – aye; Mr. Piaquadio – 

      aye; Mr. Booth – aye.  Motion passed 5-0.

      VOTE on the motion as amended:  Mr. Woolsey – aye; Mr. Benedict – nay; Mr. 
      Manley – aye; Mr. Piaquadio – aye; Mr. Booth – aye.  Motion passed 4 ayes – 1 nay.

5.    Water Supply:  Chadwick Lake Park Regulations

      Supervisor Booth explained that James Corbett, Water Supply Superintendent, 

      brought to his attention that private boats should not be allowed to be put into 

      Chadwick Lake and then taken out.  Our Code shows that no more than 75 boat 
      permits will be issued for Chadwick Lake’s use.  25 permits will be reserved for boats 
      to remain on the park property and the other 50 permits will be reserved for boats on 
      a take in and take out basis.  It is Mr. Corbett’s understanding that the policy for the 
      taking in and out was discontinued and the number of permits for private boats 
      remaining on park property was reduced to 15.  A part of the caretaker’s inspection 
      should be to steam clean each boat before it enters the property and a fee should be 
      imposed.  Appointments for the steam cleaning should be made by the boat owner 
      and the caretaker.  All boats should be out by December 1.  Councilman Manley feels 
      it should be at the discretion of the Water Supply Superintendent, how many permits 
      are actually given out, since it is our watershed.  Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, 
      asked if the Board’s concept of this is to eliminate the permits except for 
      grandfathering the boats that are present at the lake.  The Board agrees with that.  Mr. 
      Taylor will proceed with the revision of the Code in reference to boats for the Town 
      Board to review.
6.    Police:

      a. Hiring of Officers

      This is a request from Chief Charles Kehoe to approve the hire of two new officers.  
      It started out as three but one withdrew his name.  It is the recommendation of Chief 
      Kehoe to hire Theresa A. Nietzel, with a start date of April 17, 2005, salary 
      $39,236.00 contractual, pending the completion of her medical exam and Julia 
      Haight, with a start date of April 14, 2005, and with a salary of $42, 787.00.  Ms. 
      Haight is a certified Police Officer.  Supervisor Booth said he spoke to Roseanne 
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      Smith, Administrative Assistant, and we can approve Ms. Nietzel’s hire pending her 
      physical.  Everything came back favorably for her.  
      MOTION was made by Councilman Manley to approve the hire of Theresa A. 
      Nietzel, with a starting date of April 17, 2005 and a salary of $39, 236.00 contractual, 

      pending her medical exam, and Julia Haight, with a starting date of April 14, 2005, 
      with a salary of $42,787.00, seconded by Councilman Benedict. 

      VOTE:  Mr. Woolsey – aye; Mr. Benedict – aye; Mr. Manley – aye; Mr. Piaquadio – 

      aye; Mr. Booth – aye.  Motion passed 5-0.

      b. Alarm Systems

      Supervisor Booth and Councilman Piaquadio have been discussing this matter for 

      some time.  Councilman Piaquadio brought up the fee schedule for alarms.  The first 
      alarm is no charge, the second is $25.00.  There are no ordinances in place that are up 
      to date.  The one we have goes back to 1964.  Councilman Piaquadio has different 
      laws from different areas that we could base ours upon.  Mark Taylor, Attorney for 
      the Town, submitted a local law that he modeled from surrounding areas.  
      Councilman Piaquadio and Mr. Taylor will sit down and model a Local Law for the 
      Town of Newburgh with all the information they have between the two of them.  
      Councilman Piaquadio explained that we can cut down on the number of false alarms 
      if we have a Local Law in place.  Just from handing out fines, people will not turn in 
      false alarms.  If we get false alarms, we can withdraw their permits and tell the people 
      we will not respond to your alarm any longer.

7.    Accounting:  Credit Card    
      This is a memo from Jackie Calarco, Town Accountant, with information about the 

      request for a credit card.  In her opinion, the best option is MasterCard Corporate 

      Card offered by KeyBank.  The annual fee will be paid by Key Bank on our behalf 

      and no interest will be due if the balance is paid within 30 days.  Mrs. Calarco 

      believes that $5,000.00 should be sufficient at this time.  She needs to know how 

      many credit cards should be ordered and who will have access and control.  

      Supervisor Booth said his intention is to have this card to hold rooms and to pay for  

      conferences for our employees.  This is for special situations.  Before the card can be 

      used, the request needs to go to the Supervisor first for approval.  
      MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the authorization of one 

      credit card with total control by the Town Accountant, and authorization needed 

      by the Supervisor, with a credit limit of $5,000.00, seconded by Councilman 

      Benedict.

      VOTE:  Mr. Woolsey – aye; Mr. Benedict – aye; Mr. Manley – aye; Mr. Piaquadio – 

      aye; Mr. Booth – aye.  Motion passed 5-0. 

8.    Data Processing:  Web Site Design
      Supervisor Booth explained that Tom Masten, Data Processing, could not be here 

      tonight.  Councilman Benedict asked about the price on the web site.  Supervisor 

      Booth said he needs to have Mr. Masten come back to a Work Session with the 

      proposals he has and we need to pick someone.  Councilman Piaquadio said he was 

      contacted by someone about a new web site called VirtualTownHall.com.  

     Councilman Piaquadio said he hopes that VirtualTownHall.com comes in and gives us 

      a demonstration of their site.  This would come out of Professional Services.  
9.    Code Compliance:  Local Law Amending Zoning and Building Construction 

      Code Chapters modifying time limits on issuance or denials of permits 

      Supervisor Booth explained that it was the option of the Board to pinpoint the 

      actual time frame instead of the present verbage within an acceptable time frame.  
      Gerald Canfield, Code Compliance Supervisor, came up with a 20 working day 
      window.  This would be working days not including holidays or if the office is closed 
      due to emergencies.  The Board said they are comfortable with that time frame.
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      MOTION was made by Councilman Manley that the two Local laws that were 

      introduced to the Town Board in their final form shall provide that the period within 

      which building permits must be issued is twenty working days, seconded by      

      Councilman Piaquadio. 

      VOTE:  Mr. Woolsey – aye; Mr. Benedict – aye; Mr. Manley – aye; Mr. Piaquadio – 

      aye; Mr. Booth – aye.  Motion passed 5-0.

10.   Engineering:

      a. BCM Filiberti Drainage District

      Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, recused himself because he has a conflict of 

      interest and will refer this matter to Michael Donnolly, Planning Board Attorney.  Mr. 
      Taylor just needs to know whether they are proceeding with a petition or not so he 
      can forward everything to Mr. Donnolly.  Gerry Bergman, representative for Eustance 

      and Horowitz, PC, came forward for this.  Mr. Bergman explained that this is a 43 lot 

      subdivision.  They have Orange County Health Department’s approval and a 

      conditional final approval from the Town of Newburgh Planning Board.  They are 

      requesting, as is required by the Town, a drainage district formation.  All the issues 

      with McCall Place have been addressed and those residents are happy with the 

      outcome.  McCall Place is part of the offsite improvement that was agreed upon by 

      BCM.  The approved plans have the improvements that will be done on McCall 

      Place.  Ed Bailey, a resident from McCall Place, explained that the only requirement 
      that the McCall Place residents asked was that everything has to be approved by Jim 

      Osborne.  The proposed Public Hearing can be scheduled for May 16, 2005 at 7:15 
      P.M.  Councilman Manley would like to have letter from the Planning Board 

      ensuring the Town Board’s concerns have been addressed in reference to McCall 

      Place.  Jim Osborne, Town Engineer, said there are several steps and the first being 

      the Public Hearing where the report could be requested from the Planning Board.  

      You will still have to vote on the district after the Public Hearing and if you feel the 

      concerns weren’t answered then you wouldn’t have to vote in favor.  This has to be 

      published not earlier than 10 days and not later than 20 days from the hearing date.  
      MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to schedule the Public Hearing for 
      BCM Filiberti Drainage District for May 16, 2005 at 7:15 P.M., seconded by 
      Councilman Manley.
      VOTE:  Mr. Woolsey – aye; Mr. Benedict – aye; Mr. Manley – aye; Mr. 

      Piaquadio – aye; Mr. Booth – aye.  Motion passed 5-0.  
      b. Brighton Green:  Dedication of Easement for Water Supply

      Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, and Jim Osborne, Town Engineer, presented 
      this item.  The Brighton Green development is going to be served by a water main 
      which connects to the Highland Estates water system.  As part of that subdivision, 
      (Highland Estates) an easement was offered to the Town of Newburgh for utility 
      purposes, running from Meadow Hill Road to the Hibbing Way cul de sac.  Brighton 
      Green is at this time ready to commence work on the installation of their water main 
      in that easement.  To proceed there needs to be an acceptance of that easement offer 
      by the Town.  By operation of law because this easement appears on the filed 
      subdivision plat, there is an outstanding offer of dedication. The Town Board needs to 
      accept this dedication.  
      MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to accept dedication of the 20 foot 

      wide utility easement running from Meadow Hill Road to the Hibbing Way cul de sac 

      as shown on a map entitled “Meadow Winds, Section 2B”, filed with the Orange 

      County Clerks Office on August 31, 2001, as Map # 189-01, and being more 

      accurately described on Schedule “A” annexed hereto.  Said acceptance of dedication 

      does not include any utilities heretofore or hereafter installed on the easement 

      premises, such utilities to be accepted separately by the Town Board upon completion 

      of installation in a matter satisfactory to the Town, seconded by Councilman 

      Woolsey.

      VOTE:  Mr. Woolsey – aye; Mr. Benedict – aye; Mr. Manley – aye; Mr. Piaquadio – 

      aye; Mr. Booth – aye.  Motion passed 5-0.  
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      c. Wastewater Treatment Plant Expansion – Reserve Expenditure

      Jim Osborne, Town Engineer, explained this item.  The Town Board authorized a 

      Bond Resolution for the remaining amount that was left in the original Capital 

      project, around $2.4 million.  There were discussions with the Town Board as to how 
      much of the Capital Reserve Fund was going to be used.  There is $2.65 million in the 
      Capital Reserve Fund, which has been financed by the outside user fees.  There is 
      also $1.697 million in unappropriated funds, so we are financially healthy.    

      Something catastrophic would have to happen to deplete this fund.  Supervisor Booth 
      would like to use between 80 – 90 % of the reserve or around $2 million.  The Board 
      needs to make the decision how much they want to use.  This is subject to permissive 

      referendum.  Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, also reminded the Board that the 

      Brighton Green building permits are refundable and to keep that in mind when 

      deciding how much money to use.  Councilman Manley said we also need to keep 

      putting the outside user fees in this account so we will have it for future 

      expansions.  Mr. Osborne will tighten up the numbers and bring it back to the Board 
      for Monday night.  
      Jim Osborne, Town Engineer, recommends the Town Board to authorize a 

      preliminary design and cost estimate, so we know what will fit on the site and how 

      much it will cost for the next 2 Million Gallon expansion.  This figure will then 

      become the basis for revising the outside user fees.  

      MOTION was made by Councilman Manley to authorize Jim Osborne to solicit 

      proposals fro preliminary design and cost estimates for the next 2 million gallon 

      expansion and present it to the Town Board, seconded by Councilman Benedict.  

      VOTE:  Mr. Woolsey – aye; Mr. Benedict – aye; Mr. Manley – aye; Mr. Piaquadio – 

      aye; Mr. Booth – aye.  Motion passed 5-0.    
      d. JWCAH Outside User Agreement

      Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, prepared a revised agreement which removes 

      the provision for the payment of a connection fee in accordance with previous 

      discussions by the Town Board.  If this is still your intention, this new agreement 

      needs to be executed.

      MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to authorize the Supervisor to sign the 

      new agreement with JWCAH, seconded by Councilman Woolsey.
      VOTE:  Mr. Woolsey – aye; Mr. Benedict – aye; Mr. Manley – aye; Mr. Piaquadio – 

      aye; Mr. Booth – aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
11.   Receiver of Taxes:  Correction of Error

      Elizabeth Greene, Receiver of Taxes, came forward for this.  The County is objecting 

      to her property tax return due to the Correction of Errors which was sent for James 

      and Ann Sloane, 4 Queens Way.  The County has ten days to process it and send it to 

      the County Legislature.  John McCarey did not process it until April 8, 2005, which 

      was after the County Legislative Meeting.  It was not approved.  The County is 
      requiring a check in the amount of $6,408.00 that they believe they are due.  
      This amount was included in the relevy the Town was paid in January and was 

      included in the Resolution that was passed by the Board.  The meter for this home 
      was tested and it was found to be running slow, so the residents do owe this amount.    

      Mrs. Greene needs the Board to approve a pre-paid voucher in the amount of

      $6,408.00 so Jackie Calarco, Town Accountant, can cut a check that Mrs. Greene can 

      hand deliver on Friday.

      MOTION was made by Councilman Benedict to approve the request from Elizabeth 

      Greene, Receiver of Taxes, to prepare a pre-paid voucher in the amount of $6,408.00 

      payable to Orange County so a check may be cut and hand delivered to the County on 

      Friday, seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.
      VOTE:  Mr. Woolsey – aye; Mr. Benedict – aye; Mr. Manley – aye; Mr. Piaquadio – 

      aye; Mr. Booth – aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
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12.   Town Clerk’s Office:  Carnival

      Andrew Zarutskie, Town Clerk, presented the Board with the application for a 

      carnival for review.  The Board will look at it and vote on it on Monday.
