      a. (7:00 P.M.) Rezoning of Lands of Maude Muthig

      Supervisor Booth asked Mr. Zarutskie, Town Clerk, if all the legal advertising 

      and posting requirements have been met.  Mr. Zarutskie said notice was posted 

      in Town Hall on May 6, 2005, advertised in the Sentinel on April 26, 2005 and in the 

      Mid Hudson Times on April 27, 2005.

      Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, explained that a petition has been submitted to 

      the Town Board for a proposal for a zoning change.  

      Jay Samuelson, Land Master representative, came forward to explain this item.  This 

      is a proposal to change the zoning from IB to R-3. The properties to the south and 

      west of the property are currently R-3 and the properties to the north and east are 
      currently IB.  This is the area that needs the zoning change.  This change is for the 
      construction of a luxury gated townhouse community. 
      Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, explained that the Board has had prior 
      discussions with the applicant.  This proposal states that this property and the 

      adjacent property would involve a maximum of 155 units.  They have obtained the 

      rights to acquire additional property to the south, where they are proposing to develop 
      46 additional units as a separate property.  The applicant has had discussions with the 
      Town Board and has deposited in escrow an agreement with the Town which  
      would provide an excess sewer capacity by a main running to this property.  That 

      excess main capacity may be larger than this project would require and would enable 

      the Town to serve additional properties to the north.  Those properties potentially 

      include Town facilities at the Public Service Building as well as private properties 

      that could be developed or higher quality commercial uses.

On 

      February 19, 2004, the Planning Board issued a negative declaration and the project 

      was given a conditional approval.  On April 7, 2005, the necessary map, plan and 

      report was prepared by Eustance & Horowitz, PC competent engineers duly licensed 

      by the State of New York and a petition was filed in the Town Clerk’s Office 

      requesting the establishment of the Orchard Ridge Drainage District.  The annual fee 
      for this district is $5,000.00 and would cost $120.00 a lot per year.  Any problems or 

      repairs would be taken care of by the drainage district.

5. c.  (7:30 P.M.) Local Law Amending Chadwick Lake Private Boat Permit Code

      Supervisor Booth asked Mr. Zarutskie, Town Clerk, if all the legal advertising and 
      posting requirements have been met.  Mr. Zarutskie said notice was posted in Town 
      Hall on May 6, 2005, advertised in the Sentinel on May 10, 2005 and in the Mid 
      Hudson Times on May 11, 2005.
      MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to open the Public Hearing, seconded 

      by Councilman Woolsey.

      VOTE:  Mr. Woolsey – aye; Mr. Benedict – aye; Mr. Manley – aye; Mr. Piaquadio – 

      aye; Mr. Booth – aye.  Motion passed 5-0.  

      Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, explained that the proposed Local Law will 

      modify the permits that are issued at the Chadwick Lake Reservoir.  Currently a 
      total of seventy five permits for private boats are allowed under the current code.  The 

      proposed Local Law would essentially eliminate permit opportunities for all new 

     applicants, it would grandfather those individuals who received permits last year or 

      this year up to May 20, 2005, and until such time that those permits were revoked or 
      not renewed.  The Board has determined that it is advisable to protect the lake from 

      potential contamination and to eliminate the continued placement of private boat 
      there.  Gary MacEntee, Recreation Director, was asked how many private boats 
      permits have been given out.  Mr. MacEntee said fifteen or sixteen.  Supervisor 

      Booth explained that one of the reasons for this Local Law is to help eliminate the 

      zebra mussels infestation that were attached to private boats used in the Hudson River 

      and other lakes.  We already have an infestation of water chestnuts in parts of the 

      lake.  This will help avoid any foreign species coming into our lake.  Supervisor 

      Booth explained that private boats at one time were being steam cleaned before being
      allowed into the lake.  Steam cleaning of the boats will also be imposed on the boats 

      and at the next Audit Meeting we will set a fee for providing this service. 

      Frank Carbone / Winona Lake

      Will this increase the demand of rental boats and how many do we have now?        
      Mr. MacEntee explained that we have thirty rental boats now and there doesn’t seem 

      to be a demand for more but we will monitor the rentals as time goes on.
      MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to close the Public Hearing, seconded 

      by Councilman Benedict.

(7:45 P.M.) Local Law Amendment for Criminal History Record Check
      Supervisor Booth asked Mr. Zarutskie, Town Clerk, if all the legal advertising and 

      posting requirements have been met.  Mr. Zarutskie said notice of this hearing was 

      posted in Town Hall on May 6, 2005, advertised in the Sentinel on May 10, 2005 and 

      advertised in the Mid Hudson Times on May 11, 2005.

      MOTION was made by Councilman Manley to open the Public Hearing at 8:43 P.M., 

      seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

      Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, explained that the Town Board in January of 
      this year enacted a Local Law which requires that all perspective Town employees to 

      be fingerprinted and their fingerprints sent to the New York State Criminal Justice 

      Services for a criminal history record check.  Unfortunately, the time period involved 

      in processing those requests has been determined to be quite lengthy.  The 

      Town is exploring, and hopes to eventually institute, an advanced technology system 

      where the fingerprints will be transmitted electronically to the State and their 

      response will be a relatively short period of time.  That system is still months away 

      from being implemented.  This proposed Local Law would modify the enactment to 

      allow the use of private companies in circumstances where the Town determines the 

      criminal history record check rather than the State.  Those private companies would 
      have to be approved by the Town Board.  There are circumstances where hiring 
      would be required prior to the criminal history check coming back due to the Town’s 

      needs.  Councilman Piaquadio said the Division of Criminal Justice Service takes 
      longer for the results to come back and for now we could use a private system, but he 
      insists that we go with the Division of Criminal Justice Service and the private 
      service.  Supervisor Booth explained that when we get the scanning system in it will 
      make it much faster.  Councilman Manley explained that the private company just 
      checks names, addresses, birth and social security numbers where the Division of 
      Criminal Justice checks fingerprints.  In today’s world identity thief is very easy 
      but fingerprints can’t change.

      This is a request from Jim Osborne, Town Engineer, to advertise and go out to bid for 
      the Wireless Telemetry for Water Storage Tanks.  The proposed advertising dates are 
      May 24, 2005 in the Sentinel and May 25, 2005 in the Mid Hudson Times.  He would 

      like to have the Bid Opening on June 15, 2005 at 10:00 a.m. and the contract award 

      on June 20, 2005, with the contract signing and Pre Construction Meeting on June 30, 

      2005 at 10:00 a.m.
      MOTION was made by Councilman Manley to approve the above bid schedule of 

      advertising and contract signing, seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

7.    Road Waiver:  Mountain Lake Subdivision

      This is a request from Lanc & Tully Engineers to have the Town Board approve a 

      waiver of 12% for a distance of 500 feet for the Mountain Lake Subdivision which is 

      located on the east side of Rock Cut Road.  Darrell Benedict, Highway 

      Superintendent has no problem with this request.  Jim Osborne, Town Engineer, 

      explained that under the Street Specifications for the Town of Newburgh, residential 

      roads are limited to a maximum of 10%.  There is a provision that allows a maximum 

      grade of 12% for a distance not to exceed 500 feet.  This waiver has to be granted by 

      the Town Board.  In considering the waiver, the Highway Superintendent and Mr. 

      Osborne look at topographic conditions for the site and try to determine whether or 

      not more damage would be done by clearing and grading of the 10% grade as 
      opposed to the 12% grade. The Highway Superintendent and the Town Engineer 
      recommend that this waiver, not to exceed 12% for a maximum of 500 feet, be 
      granted.  Councilman Manley had a chance to review this and he isn’t opposed but we 

      should use this like a carrot on a stick with the developer(s) in respect to other things 

      the Town is looking at, specifically curbs and sidewalks.  Both of these items should 

      be brought to the table at the same time.  If we are willing to give up 2% then the 

      developer should give something.  This should be postponed until such time as we do 

      both.  We need to have the Planning Board present so we can discuss this with them.  

      Supervisor Booth explained that they are two totally different issues and we have 

      control over both.  Supervisor Booth said we can say no to both.  Councilman Manley 
      wants to speak to the Planning Board before we go any further.  Supervisor Booth 
      explained that the Planning Board doesn’t have an issue with the grade but with the 
      curbs and sidewalks.  We need to set a policy with that issue.  Councilman Piaquadio 
      asked if this was our only bargaining tool.  Supervisor Booth said absolutely not.  
      This policy will go into the Comprehensive Plan.  The Board would like to meet with 
      the Planning Board at our next Work Session on June 1, 2005, before we vote on this.  
      Jim Osborne, Town Engineer, explained that the 12% waiver would be required by 
      the subdivision no matter what type of road they built, whether it had curbs and 
      sidewalks or anything else.  The subdivision of land requirements there is a section 
      called required public improvements for major subdivisions.  There are ten items 
      listed.  Two of those items are curbs and sidewalks.  Mr. Osborne said he doesn’t 
      have the time right now to read the whole thing through to see if there is anything to 
      disallow that.  If the Planning Board is recommending the installation of curbs and 
      sidewalks, that is a policy decision that this Board has to come up with.  Once the 
      Town Board makes that decision, the applicant will have to comply with it.   
      We have given the 12% waiver away before and it doesn’t take away our ability to 

      demand the improvements.  Councilman Manley said he isn’t opposed to the 12% but 

      it is saving the developer money because it is less excavation they have to do.  Mr. 

      Osborne said yes and no because they are taking down fewer trees and disturbing less 
      soil and erosion.  It’s a trade off.  Councilman Piaquadio said he is in favor of 
      sidewalks and curbs in certain developments but what concerns him is who is going 
      to maintain them.  He doesn’t want to see them turned over to the Town and we have 
      to maintain them.  Supervisor Booth said that is why this is a totally different issue 
      than what is supposed to be discussed tonight.  Councilman Woolsey said we don’t 
      even know if we want sidewalks in some of these developments.  It might be 
      recommended by the Planning Board but we don’t have a code on the books about 
      sidewalks.  He agrees with Councilman Manley that if we have their money, we have 
      their attention.  He isn’t opposed to the 12% because he spoke to Mr. Benedict in 
      length about this.  Supervisor Booth said this item will be deferred until the June 1, 
      2005 meeting.

      Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, explained that the Town Board conducted a 
      Public Hearing on the proposed sale of property of the Gidneytown Sewer District 
      two weeks ago.  The sale would be the lot adjacent to the Town’s Animal Control   

      Shelter located.  It is approximately one half acre and the proposal is to sell this lot to 
      the adjoining property owner subject to the Town’s retention of a drainage easement 
      and limitation on any grant of easements of right of way that is conveyed.  The Public 

      Hearing was closed and at this time the Town Board may proceed in concluding its 

      Environmental Review of the proposed sale.  The proposed Resolution would include 

      that the sale would result in a significant environmental impact that is required for the 

      preparation of an Environmental Impact Statement.
