1. The project has changed in the scope. The applicants applied to the Zoning Board for relief for
building height which was denied by the ZBA. In addition, the jurisdictional Fire Department has
requested the fire access road around the entire building. The plan was previously before the Board
for a 62,500 square foot warehouse. Current plan is for a 56,000 square foot warehouse facility.

2. Revised Adjoiners Notices must be sent out based on change of the project.

3. A Wetland Validation Survey should be provided signed by NYSDEC. Site contains DEC wetland NB-
21.

4. The project proposes stormwater management facilities within regulated buffer for the wetland
area. Itis unclear if use of the wetland buffer for stormwater management facility will meet permit
standards for NYSDEC.

5. Future plans must provide additional details to provide water and sewer service to site.
6. The City of Newburgh Flow Acceptance Letter required prior to an approvals.

7. Pomarico Drive is identified as a private road. The narrative report identifies improvements to the
private road. Information pertaining to the ability of the applicant to improve / widen the private
road should be submitted for the Planning Board Attorney to review.

8. The Planning Board may wish to request a Traffic Study for the intersection of Pomarico Drive and
NYS Route 17K.

9. The Planning Board did not previous declare its intent for lead agency. Planning Board may wish to
declare its intent for lead agency at this time. No ZBA approvals are required for the current plan.

10. The project must comply with Town of Newburgh’s Tree Preservation Ordinance.

11. The EAF identifies potential habitat for Indiana Bats. Tree clearing restrictions are proposed.
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12. Future plans should contain details of the proposed potable and fire protection water system.
Hydrant locations should be provided. Hydrant location should be evaluated by the Building
Department as well as jurisdictional Fire Department.

13. Additional comments will be provided upon receipt of detailed design plans and reports.

The parcel is
currently a vacant, wooded site encumbered on the northwest side with a portion of NYSDEC freshwater wetland NB-21. The site is located within the
Town of Newburgh IB (Interchange Business) Zoning District, the Town of Newburgh Consolidated Water District, and Crossroads Sewer District. The site
proposes to connect to Town water and sanitary sewer. The applicant is proposing to develop the site on spec for a proposed warehouse facility.
Warehouse facility is a permitted use within the IB Zone, subject to site plan approval by the Planning Board. The project proposes a 56,000 SF building
with 6 loading docks and 34 parking spaces. The development complies with the bulk requirements established for the IB zone, for this use.
