The Water and Sewer Departments have stated that a one time per year contract is
sufficient to handle the maintenance needs on the generators. Irecommend that we
choose Power Generator Service at a quoted price of $5,915 per year. The contract
should start on January 1, 2019. This will give us time to notify and cancel existing
contracts for service.
