The Town was faced with a cumbersome debt and loss of revenue due to the settlement of the Dynegy Certiorari lawsuit. Supervisor Booth commended this Board for the way they handled this task and for their actions. It will be a challenge to stay within the budget. 



At this time Supervisor Booth asked the Board for their comments. 



Councilman Woolsey said he would like to apologize to the Town for the increase in taxes. The increase is not the fault of this Board. He thanked the employees of the Town who have gone far beyond the call of duty. The Town is going to ask a lot more of their employees in the next year and they will not have the benefit of a pay increase. He thanked the Board members.

Councilman Benedict agreed with Councilman Woolsey with regard to the Town employees. The most important mantra for the Town this year is to do more with less. He thanked the Department Heads for their commitment to the Town and for attending this meeting. It is his opinion that this is a cohesive Board with a wealth of information and years of expertise. He commented that 2009 is going to be difficult and this Board can move ahead in these difficult times. It is not certain but it is his hope that the falling mortgage rates will help the economy. He said we have to put forth our best effort to minimize costs and conserve. He thanked everyone on the Board, the employees of the Town and the constituents of the Town. 


Councilman Piaquadio said it is very important to him and all the residents of the Town to name new roads in the Town after fallen heroes. For example Police Officers, Fireman and Military Personnel who are killed in the line of duty. He would like to find a photographer to take digital photos of Town events so they can be posted on the Town’s Home Page. Councilman Piaquadio said presently the sewers at Colden Park are 35 percent complete; it is his hope that they will be completed in the year 2009.



Councilwoman Greene thanked her fellow Board Members. She said that this Board is a very unique Board. She commended everyone on the Board, they all have the best interest of the residents in the Town and they are great fellow Board members. She said 2009 will be a difficult year, but this Board will work together for the safety and the benefit for the people in the Town. .
