Replacement of 1092 older meters with new radio reading technology were completed and there are approximately 5500 meters still remaining in the system that will require the newer radio technology.  A proposal was made in the 2014 budget process that the Town of Newburgh fund this program again using another $150,000 from the Interfund Transfer Account with a current balance of $800,000.

D. Stewart Airport Tank & Related Projects:  Financing – The following actions were discussed:  Project Elements, Project Financing and Design Engineering Services.  Mr. Osborne asked the Board which projects did they want to authorize and how do they want to proceed with the design process.  A special meeting in the late afternoon will be scheduled soon to discuss and Jackie Calarco, former Town of Newburgh Accountant, will be asked to attend.  Total cost:  $2,567,000.
